Tugke bas been lately, in some Provincial
papers, talk about the vast number of exist-
ing societies. To those who spend their even-
ings ot bome and worry along without being
members of several close organizations it is
s times a wonder how so many are sus-
tained and wherce their neceseity. However
the thought is revived, rather than suggest-
od, whether the temperance field is not ocecu-
pied by too many distinet organizations of
the close order, and whether, if the efforts
made, honestly and earnestly, in each were
more unified, greater and eerlier success
would not be reached. Attempts have been
made to secure such a coneolidation, but with
very partial results. It would appear as if
the grand purpose might outweigh all minor
considerations such as individual preference
for a particular form of organization. A fav-
orite motto of all temperance societies is
¢ union is etrength,” and still to the outside
observer who only looks at the long list of
distioguished titles, it would scem that the
strepgth of temperance work is sought for in
division. Each Order has some special re-
commendation and if happily cut of all could
come one all-embracing uvion of men and
women, wigh 8 system combining the excel-
lencies of each existing Order, would not the
work intended be done quicker, better, more
substantially ? Is the matter worthy of
thought and discussion.

There is one fact to be remembered that
the succees of the close organizations, and the
revival and firm establishment in society of
our principles, depends upon the inspiration
that is evoked in open meetinge,

Let it be remembered now, when winter
approaches, and its long evenings, that from
the public platform must be diepensed to the
miscellancous audience the truths through
which men are converted from intemperance ;
the logic and the eloquence through which
the zeal for temperance is kindled that runs
like living fire through communities. ‘ To
the work, to the work,”” all who can work in
the cause. From the pulpit, in the Sabbath
sohools, and as well in weekly public meet-
ings, let the usual winter work be commenced
and that too, with a fervency of design, a
determination of spirit, that shall make this
a winter of triumph for the cause of total

abstinence.

Space in this column may not be better
used than im reproducing portions of a de-
bate that ocourred in the Synod of the Epis-
gopal Church, recently held in Montreal. It
indicates the tendency of thought on the tem-
perance question, shows how some Christian
ministers still fail to comprehend its import-
ance, and affords, in the result reached, much

of satiefaetion.

Mr. Thomas White M. P. moved ** That
this Synod of the Ecclesiastical Province of
Canada, recognizes with gratitude the mark-
ed success of the Church of Eogland Tem-

rance Society in England, and while rejoic-
ing at the increase of total abstinence socie-
ties in connection with the Church in that
country commends the movement to the cor-
dial support of the clergy and laity through
out the Province.” ;

Rev. Canon Carmichael seconded the re-
solution and said he would give evidence of
the success of the different bodies which they
_were asked to congratulate themselves upon.
Firgt the Church of England Temperance
Society in Eogland and its various branches
in other countries had taken its stand of late
amongst the most prominent institutions
in connection with the Oburch. It bad as
the basis of its work two distinet pledges—
those who promieed to aid the cause of tem-

ranee in every way they could without ab-
solutely pledging themselyes {0 abstinence,
and those who took the total abstinence pled-
ge. The former pledge had been very wide-
ly aceepted throughout the whole English
Church in the mother country. If it were
asked how the institution worked in Eng-
jand the best way to prove its success would
be for any gentleman who came to this coun-
éry some twenty years ago t0 throw back
fis mind to the time preceding, and consider
what the relations of the Church of England
to the temperance movement were then. As
far as his knowledge went, at that time the
Church of England literally did nothing to
40 aid in any recognized way the cauee of
total abstinence or temperance, but now
she had literally taken the banner out of the
bands of those who had in years past been
foremost in the cauee, 2nd she stood at this
moment with her bishops and clergy at the
head in the advecacy of tbe cause, §0 that
now there was scarcely a parish that was
actively worked where there was pot a
branch of the Temperance Society. The
amount of good done by the total abstinence
movensent in the city of Hamilton had gone
beyond his most sanguine expectation, and
the warmest prayers of his heart, (Hear.
Hear.) He could pledge his word a8 a priest
of God that never did he work so well, never
was he more useful at the sick bed or in the
homes of the poor, as since he gave his hand
to this work, and he was mu-et p:::: hyl:ioeyer
:oined in it would never regret 1t to his dying
By would bless God tha be bad embarked
in if. Applause.g :

Rev. &i‘mon Baldwin held that there was
only one intelligible position, especially for
the clergy, in this matter of strong drink,
That was total abstinence, Cries of No, no).
People inclined to drink could say in excuse
for their conduct that they couid not he far
wrong when they followed their ministess’
cxample. He boped the motion would be
adopted. i

Mr, Imlach thought that the failure of the
temperance movement was because there was
po religious basis in it, and every one oconfid-
ed in his own instead of Divine strength.
He would support moderate, but would op-

¢ fanatical, measures. He believed that
the Church of England Temperance Societies
would have a tendency to reduce the evils of
drink, and therefore be supported the resolu-
tion.
Rey. Dr. Sullivansupported the resolution,
remarkiog that if it were carried the cause
of temperance would receive an impetus it
had not hitherto had in this country.

Mr., W. Schofield opposed the resolution on
the ground that it assumed that all temper-
ance work must be society work, and all
temperance workers society workgrs, agd
moved, sesopded by Canon Partridge, in
amendment to the last clause of the resolu-
tion. * And commends every wise and judi-
cions method of promoting temperance to
the cordial support of the clergy and laity
throughout the Province.”

Judge Hemming thought every man who
voted for the resolution ought to be a total
abstainer. (No. no.) Could anyone re-
joice in the success of total abstinence and
nat to be so? He should consider were he
bo(%'te for the resolution that it was his duty
to become a total abstainer, and thought
there were a great many ofher evils they
vught to condemn just as much as drunken-
ness. He did not believe the only thing
necessary to regenerate the world was total
abstinence from strong drink,

ey, Dr, Bowman moved in amendment,
s¢ That thig Synod of the Ecclesiastical Pro-
vince of f£anada, recognizing with gratitude
the marked success of the €hurch of Eng-
land Temperrnce Society in England, com-
mends this movement and every wise and
jadicions macthod for the guppresion of in-
temperance, 10 the cordial support of the
dergy and laity of the Province.”’

Chief Justic Allen seconded this on the
ground that, not being a total abstainer, be
did not feel justified in supporting the origi-
nal resoluticn. '
