A~ AwruL SigaT.—The Russian papers
contain particulars of the explosion of 000
tons of kerosene oil at Tsartsin, on the river
Volga,resulting in the loss of thirty lives. The
oil was stored in a *‘ popoffka,” a floating
reservoir of the circular round-boat descrip-
tion, and containing oil from Baku, awaiting
shipment by railway to central Russia. The
explosion was caused by a Tartar entering
the reservoir with a naked light, which
ignited the gas, and led to an explosion heard
many miles around. In a moment a vast
pillar of blazing oil rose towards the sky,
and, in subsiding again, flowed flawing down
the river on the surface of the water. A
barge, contaiving several hundred barrels of
oil, rapidly caught fire end increased the con-
flagration. All the men on board were
burned alive. Farther down the siream a
wood barge was moored with fifteen men on
bosrd. Their only boat was tied to the bank
of the river, and it was impossible for it to.
return in time to save them. As the vast
sheet of flame advanced towards them,
they screamed loudly for help, but it was
impossible to send them sseistance or for
them to swim ashore. After a few minutes’
time the flames closed around them, and it
is believed that all must have perished. Not
far from the barge two rafts were destroyed,
In course of time the oil began to be exhaust-
ed, and at length the flames died out. Had
the wind been blowing from the north, the
oil would bave been carried direct towards
Tsartsin, and the town must have been burn-
ed to the ground. The exact loss is not yet
known, but at least thirty people are believ-
ed to have perished. The price of o0il rose
the next day at Tsartein 100 per cent.

A Brave Do Dies witH His CHARGE.
—A few days ago an engineer of a train near
Montreal saw a large dog on the track, bark-
ing fariously. The engineer whistled, but
the dog paid no attention to the noise, and
refused to stir. The dog wss run over and
killed. The engineer observed that the ani-
mal crouched close to the ground as he was
struck by the cow-catcher. A minute later
the fireman saw « bit of white muslin flut-
tering on the l.comotive, and he stopped the
engine. On going back to where the dog
was killed it was discovered that not only
the dog, but a little child had been killed.—
It was then seen that the dog had been
standing guard over the child,and had bark-
ed to attract the attention of the engineer.—
The faithful animal had sacrificed his life
rather than desert his charge. The child
had wandered away from a neighboring
house, followed by the dog, and it i8 suppos-
ed that the child lay down and went to sleep
on the track.
