Fall Opénings !

Soxe of our contemporaries appear to have
formed an unjust estimate of the effectiveness
of the Canadg Temperance Act, from some re-
marks made ?thc Woodstock Town Coun-
¢il Boaxd a short time since. The law itself
certainly does not posecss the faculty of work-
ing itself. It does not provide eyes for (1
discovery of violators of its provisions, or
tongues to tell of that discovery. There are
attributes with which legislation, however
wise, may scarcely clothe any law. But the
law, in its interpetrations of what constitutes
a violation ; in the grip it takes of those
amenable to its penalties, is one that must,
with any show of consistency on the part of
‘those who seek its protective influence, be
respected —must be efficient. When it is
said there is no open eelling of liquor in
Woodstock, what has been stated above is
proved. It is very illogical to decry the law
because there is being liquor sold and drunk,
or because there is still much drunkenness.
Shall we repeal or discredit the entire code
of criminal laws beccause there are murders,
thefts, arsons committed? It may be pro-
perly claime® that it isa great triumph ol
principle when the liquor traffic is illegal ; a
vital blow at the traffic and at the drinking
customs, when these can only be indulged on
the sly, slouchinglike guilt, into darkness
and solitude. W hen many men forswear in-
dulgence from a sensc of human dignity,
rather than stoop to the resorts to which the
traffic is driven, and when men wanting in
character can scarcely buy because the seller
is afraid of exposure.

The law must be vindicated ; justice to
those who have ceased selling as well as to
the public demands of the authorities and of
citizeWs the keenest vigilance for the detee-
tion of violators of the law, and then the
difficulty will be speedily cured and the very
great benefits involved in the administration
of the Canada Temperance Act fully illus-
trated.
