MR. EpiTor,—It bas been rumored here
for some time past that, under a new ar-
rangement between the Provincial Govern-
ment and the purchasers of the Narrow Guage
or N. B. Railway, the present railway aod
passenger bridge at the Town of Woodstock
18 to be removed some distance further u
the river. Whatever the nature of this ar-
rangement may be with a Company, we can-
not believe that under any of its conditions
the Government will ignore the rights and
conveniences of the people. That the site of
the present bridge was a proper eelection
may be established from two facts : First—
that so flimsy a structure has withstood for
five years the pressure of high freshets and
the heavy jams of ice and logs bearing upon

young men would preler to remain in the
Province than to leave it. Some of them
are of course prompted by a restless love of
change and adventure, and fired by the same
spirit which has made the Anglo Saxon race
the colonizing power the world over, and
therefore there will always be more or less
of emigration from the Province; but there

Now, our Province yet owns many thous-
ands of acres of good soil. It can provide
bomes for many thousands of people ; but
very few, comparatively speaking, know
where the land is, and fewer still are willing
to undergo the terrible inconvenience of get-
ting to it, Qur publie men and our people
generally should not fail to recognize that
the times have changed greatly in New Bruns-
wick in the last balf century. In these days
of rapid communication it is useless to ask
our young men to emulate the examples of
their fatbers and grandfathers—the pioneers
of the magnificent agricultural sections. The
very courage and industry of these pioneers,
and the high degree of success which has at-
tended them, precludes the possibility of
their descendants following in their footsteps.
They made & better state of things possible
to their cbildren than they themselves had
enjoyed, and the price of their example for-
bide the successors to take a backward step
to the old days. Instead of regretting this
we should be glad of it. Instead of complain-
ing that because of it we are losing the best
talent in the country, we should recognize in
it one of the chiet elements of future progress,
and wisely adapt our policy to its demands,

which the conditions necessary are found is
at Lane’s rocks. They say that while wil-
ling to meet the views of the Government as
to joining with them in the cost of erecting
a bridge to answer the twofold purpose of
railway and of general traffic, they cannot be
party to such an erection except in such a
situation as permanence and safety may be
assured,

The Government, 16 is said, desirous, as
they should be, to serve the interests of the
public, which interests it has been urged
would best be eerved by keeping the bridge
about where it is now, contemplate utilising
some of the existing piers, and putting up a
new superstructure of a somewhat different
style from the present one, and thus make a
bridge for general purposes, independent en-
tirely of the railway people, who will con.
struct a railway bridge above. And thus
the matter stands, we believe, at present;
what the final result will be it is hard
to tell. Feeling that to remove the bridge
entirely would be & great disaster to many
interests in Woodstock, we, and the public,
should be definitely advised with regard to
the mooted question, as to the character of
the soil in the river bottom at and adjacent
to the bridge. The public want the highway
bridge where it now is, but they want it, too,
reliable and permanent, and if theve is good
authority for the rumor that a safe founda-
tion cannot be had, then the public should
have it in black and white. It is only upon
such information that a candid opinion can
be formed. The Government will be held to
strict account as to their decission in the
matter, which is one of grave importance as
a correspondent points out.

What then
could have prompted the thought of a remov-
al?

It is the result of prelonged and
ingenious and outrageous misgovern ment,
and the feeling in England, as shown by the
action of the Houee of Lords, which holds a
vego upon legislation, only increases the diffi-
eulty.
