Wouus,— Worms have played a more
important part in the history of the
world than most persons would at first
suppose. In almost all humid countries
they are extraordinarily numerous, and
for their size possess great muscular
power. In many parts of England a
weight of more than ten tona (10,516
kilogrammes) of dry earth annually
asses through their bodies, and is
brought to the surface, on each acre of
land ; so that the whole superficial bed of
vegetable mould passses through their
bodies in the course of every few years.
From the collapsing of the old burrows
the mould 18 in constant though slow
movement, and the particles composing
it are thus rubbed together. By these
means fresh surfaces are continually ex-
posed to the action of the carbonic acid
in the scil, and of the humus-acids which
appear to be still more efficient in the
decomposition of rocks. The generation
of the humus-acids is probably hastened
during the digestion of the many balf-
decayed leaves which worms consume.
Thus the particles of earth forming the
superficial] mould are sutjected to con-
ditions eminently favorable for their de-
composition and disintegration. More-
over, the particles of the softer rocks
suffer some amonnt of mechanical tritu-
ration in the muscular gizzards of worms,
in which small stones serve as mill-stones
= When we behold a wide, turf-
covered expanse, we should remember
that its smoothness, on which so much
of its beauty depends, is mainly due to
all the 1nequalities having been slowly
levelled by worms. Itis a marvelleus
reflections that the whole of the superfic-
ial mould over any such expanse has pas-
sed, and will again pass, every few years
through the bodies of worms. The
plough is one of the most ancient and
most valuable of man’s inventions : but
long- before he existed the land was, in
fact, regularly ploughed, by errth-worms.
It may be doubted whether there are
many other animals which have played
8o importan a part in the Listory of the
world, as have these Jowly-organised crea-
tures.— Charles Darwin,

Hindoo girls, says the St. James Gazette,
are taught to think of marriage alnost as
soon a8 they can talk: indeed, they are
often contracted in marriageat 6 years of
age and go to live with their husbands at
12 or 13. Before this, at the age of 5,
they are taught to propitiate the gods in
order to secure good husbands, and their
minds are distracted by the idea of what
a model husband ought to be. The
orthodox conception is a husband like the
god Siva:; who was holy, austere, ad-
vanced in years and devoted to one wife,
the goddess Doorga.
revolt at the idea of a husband marrying
a second wife while the first is alive, and
will consequently confess their anxiety to
marry a faithful spouse like Siva; and
they learn from their elders to utter the
most vindictive curse against a rival wife.
But for all that, Krishna is the idol of
Hindoo women and he was anything but
faithful to one wife. He not only kicked
over milk pans and ran away with the
clothes of milkmaids when they went to
bathe, but he danced and flirted with
other men’s wives, eloped with royal
damsels and married an infinite number
of beautiful women.

Lovine-Kinpxess.—It is well to dis-
tinguish clearly between what we owe
to others and what they have a right
to claim of us. The former comprises a
far larger sphere than the latter. For,
while every one has certain rights which
he may justly demand, he can make ne
such claim for kindness, sympathy, for-
bearance, or charity. If be enjoys these
at all, it must be as free gifts. favours
to be grateful for, but never to be re-
quired. Yet benevolenca in its many
branches is & duty which we cannot
withhold from one another with impun-
ity.

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EvuvcatioNaL NoTes.—A writer io the
Montreal Witness says thaua giod many
complainta have reached his * ears from
scholars, parents and even some of the lead-
ing teachers of the I’rotestant public schools,
of the length, number and difficulty of the
daily leesons, It is said that the best schol-
ars require frequently more than two hours’
home study to prepare for a day's lessons,
and that it is slmost impossible to get any
assistance from the teachers, save what may
be given while the lessons are in progress.”—

It is & pity that in our public echoole,
where a smattering of a thousand unnecee-
sary things is imparted, some practical in-
struction should not be given in the nature
and use of businees paper. Not one young
msn in fifty has upon graduation, and cer-
tainly not from any kuowledge gained in
the echool-room, any clear idea of the dis-
tinctions, the possibilities and the use of
checks, draf:s, certificates, and go on through
the long list of papsrs which circulate so
freely in business circiea. Indeed, the ig-
corance of intelligent psople, and especially
women, in thess matters, is really surprising :
and even if it were necessary to go the ex-
treme length of ceasing to teach pupils e
vague notion of the relative development of
Megasthenes and Microsthenes, or to coju-
zate the verb“ tolove’’ in Choctaw, it would
surely be a good plan to give them a little
oractical knowledge of business processes and
forms.

A writer in an educational journal advis:s
the schools at once to begin the necessary
work of slacking up the velocity, weeding
out courass of study, relieving the intensity

The net expenditure during that
perind for civil and other services was £2,
285,310 ; and for military services was £26,-
406,180, In 1870-80 the net total for army
purpos-s was £06,413 248, exclusive of £30,-
(340, the amount by which the receipts from
Cnyloa exceed+«d the exp nditure. The suma
allowed for military s«rvices during the year
mentioned were :—Gibraltar, £387,100 ;
Malta, £301,666; Oyprus, £74 020 ; Mauriti-
us, £47,001 ; Bormuda, £182.327; 3t, Helena,
£23,501; Hong Kong, £80,850 ; South Africa,
£4,842,291 ; Jamaica, £72.760; Bahamaes,
£7,624; Hondurae, £10,312; Wast Indiee,
£104,622; Nova Scotia, £147402; Weat
Coast of Africa,£42,540; Straits Ssttlements,
£18,606; and Western Australia, £11,174,

Prince Leopold, as is koowa, is
the youngest son of the Queen, and the only
unmarried son, His health has never been
very robust, but he husthe reputation of
being by far the ablest of the Quoen’s child-
ren, and is one of the most popular,

Lord Hartington, secretary of state for In-
did, recently replying to a deputation which
urged the repeal of the remaming duties on
cotton goods imported into India, #aid he was
unable to give a definite answer, but he be-
lieved the Indian Gouvernment in its next
budget would abolish the daty on grey
goods. The Government, he said, fully
agreed with the depntation es to the evils of
protection, but it must look upon the matter
a8 a revenue question. The pledge that the
duties wou!d be abolished a8 soon as the state
of the finances permitted did not mear that
the first surplus must be applied to that ob-
ject. He pointed out that it would not be
safe to rely more than hitherto on the reve-
nue from opium, and eaid he could not hold
out any hope that he would be able to dis-
pense with that revenue within any time that
he could foresee, but that the growing anti-
opium agitation increased its precariousnees.
