In the Senate of Canada an amendment to 

the effect that ales, porter, lager beer and 

lizht wines be exempt from the operations of 

the Canada Temperance Act, is now under 
discussion. If the amendment should carry 
in both Hous2s, it will virtually kill the Act. 

IN the debate in the Commons, in a pro- 

posed amendment to the Scott Act— 

Sir 8. L. Tilley said he was opposed to the 
bill because it wes a virtual repeal ef the 
Scott Act. The framers of the Scott Act 
used every precaution in drawirg up that 
measure, They provided that before the 
Government could issue a proclamation for 
an election 25 per cent. of the electors should 
say that they were in favor of a vote being 
tak n upon the question. That was a great 
precwution ageinst & snap judgement being 
obtained. Notwithstanding the interest that 
might be felt in this matter he felt that there 
would not be one case in twenty where the 
Act would b+ carried by a majority. How- 
eaer strong the feeling might be upon the 
subj-ct it would be a difficult matter to get 
all those in favor of the law to the polls for 
the purpose of recording their votes. He 
felt bound himself to record his vote against 
any proposition which would practically re- 
peal the Scott Act, until that law had proved 
to be inoperative for the objects they had in 
view. 

The St. Joha News of Wednesday, Bays — 

Scort Act PETITIONS.—The Temperance 
Executive Committee are putting forth every 
effort to obtain the required number of sig- 
patures to have the petitions forwarded to 
Ottawa, The committee to circulate peti- 
tions on the East Side is composed of Messrs. 
Thomas Gilmore, William Lewis, J. S. Flag- 
lor, Jonn Hammond and Calvin Powers. 
Queens and Sidney Wards have been pretty 
well convassed alresdy, and more than the 
neccesary amount of names obtained. The 
committee, howsver, do not intend to con- 
fine themselves to the lowest limit but to 
obtain all the signatures practicable. Can- 
vassing of Kings Ward has just been com- 
menced, and work will be begun of Prince 
and Dukes Wards to-day or to-morrow. 
Operations will commence at Carleton in a 
few days. 

About eight years ago the liquor bill of the 
English people amounted to £108,000,000 
sterling. You can form no conception of this 
amount of money. This £108,000,000 ster- 
ling iffcollected as sovereigns,and placed edge- 
ways (forty-one to a yard) would form a belt 
of gold 1500 miles in length; or if placed 
one upon anther (fifteen to an inch) would 
from 116 columns, each a mile in height, 
And at the sam= time all the great religious 
and benevolent institutions had to subsist 
and struggle under their heroic tasks on a 
pecuniary allowarce of £2,000,000 sterling. 
Just think of that ye patriots! 108,000,000 
for rum, 2,000,000 for charity and religion, 
and this a professed christian nation. 
But do not suppose we are at all singular 

in this respect. We, unfortunately, are no 
worse than our neighbors. The consump- 
tion of beer in the United States (to say 
nothing of any other kind of liquor) as shown 
by the Internal Revenue returns, is largely 
on the increese. During the last year taxes 
were paid on 13,347,000 barrels of malt lig- 
uor, Ilach barrel containg 31 gallons, the 
consumption, was, therefore, 414,000,000 
gallons, or over 8 gallons for every man, we- 
wan and child in the country. This at re- 
tail prices would amount to $7.50 per capita, 
or an sggregate of $375,000,000. The total 
amount of the annual expenses of the public 
gchools in the United States is $80,529,000, 
so that beer drinking costs that country, four 
and three-fourths times as much as its pub- 
lic education.— Rev. W. W, Percival. 

“ Prohibition is the coming issue, It is 
growing as surely and as steadily as the abo- 
lition movement of the other days.” Thus 
speaks a Chicago newspaper in commenting 
upon the resolution to submit a prohibition 
amendment to the constitution to a vote of 
the people, which was passed by the House 
of Representatives of the Arkansas Legisla- 
ture on the 27th ult. by a vote of sixty-six 
to seventeen. A powerful feeling seems to 
have sprung in these border States, that 
gomething must be done to curb this gigan- 
tic influence for evil, which, like a mael- 
strom, is sweeping so much that is good and 
useful into its capacioys maw. Even new 
South the movement against Rum is gaining 

the classifying of the sale of liquor ever 
known in the State” having passed the Low- 
er House of the North Carolina Legislature 
on Tuesday. Petitions in large numbers are 
being presented in the United States Senate, 
praying that an amendment to the constitu- 
tion may be passed, giving Congress the 
power to limit, restrain or prohibit the sale 
of intoxicating liquors. It is glaimed that 
the sale of liquor by the wholesale houees in 
Chicago, within the past six months, has 
fallen off wonderfully, and that the retailers 
are not doing half the business that they did 
a year and a half ago, and that many of them 
are shutting up shop. This is good news.— 
Texas, Arkansas, North Carolina, Illinois, 
waking up to this momentous question, 
augurs no peaceful lives heraafter for the 
rumsaller, and were they wise men they 
would loss no time in withdrawing their 
capital from the mischievous business, and 
investing it in some more reputable and 
eveutually more profitable business, both 
as regards this world snd the next, That 
Rum has * seen its day” is evident, snd he 
who runs may read, 

Sunday observanc: in the West has be- 
come #o indifferent that efforts’are being 
made in Chicago, Cincinnati, and Mt, Loujs 
to muke it more in harmony with the accept- 
ed notions of what it ought to be. To this 
end St. Louis reformers are struggling to 
suppress the vicious Sunday amusements in 
that city, and the energies of similarly well- 
disposed people are directed towards the en- 
forcement of the liquor laws in Chicago and 
Civcinnati. The working man’s Sunday in 
those cities is anything but a day of rest, and 
a day of rest is essetial tc the prosperity 
of a community. Putting aside the higher 
claims for Sunday observance the economi- 
cal d-mands of life render it pot only desir- 
able but ymperative in following out life's 
proper work,—=8., A. Journal,
