Queen Victoria bas now placed herself, in 

her adverse action in regard to the admission 
of female physicians to the international 
medical congress at London, unmistakably on 
all the woman's progressive movements, She 
has always been conservative and rather 

apathetic in regard to causes which it might 
be supposed would enlist her sympathies and 

aid. But, considering the consequence that 

attaches to all her acts, her course has been a 

wise one, or, rather more discreet than com- 

mendable, in a broad sense. So much has she 
guarded herself against impulsive advocacy 
of any new measures, that the habit of dis- 

couraging what would seem to be inany way 

radical has become, it appears, impossible for 
ber to resist, There is a wide difference be- 

tween the extreme of favoring political suf- 

frage for women, and opemmng the doors 
of the best educational institutions to them for 

the exercise of all the faculties with which 
they are endowed, and there is as great a dif- 

ference in cffect between neutrality and active 

opposition in such a cage as this. In setting 

herself against the admittance of female 

physicians to the medical congress, the Qucen 
bas shown herself not only illiberal, but in 

rather an absurd light logically, unless she 
wishes to discountenance the entry of women 

into the one profession most suited to them, 

and most needing them. If there is anything 

condemnatory in women becoming physicians, 

the evil in this case is already done, and their 

admission to a congress with their profee- 

sional brethren can certainly do them no 

further injury. The fact is, Queen Victoria 

seems to be strong chiefly in her pre- 

judices; to aim rather to be politic than 

wise, and to be just rather than generous. 
We know that in her office she has little 

genuine freedom ; but we may judge much of 

a person’s character by the way he seeks to 

circumvent restrictions.
