They employ between 30
and 40 hands. They manufacture some 80,-
000 yards of material or 2,800 pieces of some
40 different patterns, consisting of tweeds,
homespuns, flannels, blankets, women's Wear
and horse-rugs. Besides thie they work up
some 20,000 1bs. of wool for farmer’s wives,

Their maneger does not claim their mill
is equal to that Western one, where the
sheep went in one end and came ouf at the
other in the form of mutton and fine broad-
cloths, atill their machinery now is very coin-
plete, the company having continnally chang:
ed and added as exparience or freesh demands
suggested. They recently added some of
Crompton’s looms for making tweeds of dif-
ferent styles. * * * One of the owners
stated, ¢ We have no difficulty in gelling all
we make. We have competiton but still it
does not appear to interfere with our trade.

Our work has obtained such a reputation
that wool is sent to us from all parts of the
Maritime Provinces and even from Quebec
by farmers to exchange for our goods. ’
