Mg. Epitor,—I was much interested by 
a letter signed EK. M. Shaw, which appeared 
in the SENTINEL some time ago. The sug- 
gestion of Mr. Shaw, that the farmers of the 
County ehould use your columns for an inter- 
change of ideas and discussion of principles 
and practice, was worthy of more notice than 
has been taken of it. I do vot now take my 

n, Mr. Editor, to brag of what I am doing, 
or hitherto my achievements have been 
nothing remarkable, but I am greatly inter. 
ested in the question of sto. ising, (i.e., 
greatly interested theoretically, practically 
only to a emall degree at present) for I em 
convinced that in that branch of farming, in- 
telligently pursued, lies the remedy for ex- 
isting depression. I notice that a correspon- 
dent of yours at Centreville is very indignant 
that a recent English visitor pronounced the 
cattle of the County execrable. Perhaps 
the remark was rather sweeping, Bat 1s 
there not too much truth init? Are not 

| the cattle generally capable of very great im- 
provement 7 and would it not be wisdom to 
endeavor to improve rather thaa to quarrel 
with the criticisms of those who point out 
our defects ? 

In a recent copy of the London Zumes 
which came to my hands a few weeks ago, { 
found a report of an International! Dairy 
Show, which has just been held in England, 
a portion of which report I thought euffici- 
ently instructive to find a place in your 
columns, I quote :— 

“ The results of the milking competition 
were arrived at yesterday, the trials being 
for quantity yielded per cow per day of 24 
hours, with 8 comparison of the quality of 
the milk, as determined by Dr. Voelcker’s 
analysis, There has been no competition 
between different breeds. The first prize 
shorthorn cow, ¢ Daisy,’ of the]West London 
Dairy Society, gave in two milkings, mn 24 
hoars, 48} 1bs. weight of wilk of a very high 
quality, which latter merit carried the first 
prise. Mr. G. Taylor's shorthorn cow, 
Beauty,’ yielded a greater quantity, name- 

ly, 503 lbs. milk, but of a quality somewhat 
below that of the other, thus lowering her 
to the second place. The first prize Dutch 
cow gave 404 Ibs. of milk of good quality, 
and the second prize Dutch cow 43} Ibs, of 
a lower quality, The first prize Ayrshire 
gave 25} Ibs. of milk, and the best Jersey 
80} lbs. of milk, The rich quality of the 
Jerseys was so superior as to require a second 
analysis before the oomparative merits of the 
competing cowe could be determined.” 

It is with many an open question, 
What is the bast breed ? The superiority 
of the Shorthorn for beef has been generally 
admitted, The above report appears to es- 
tablish their supremucy in the dairy. 

I am told that there are several individuals 
in the Countv who are breeding pure Shor- 
horn stock, and that there are some heads of 
Ayrshires, Many of us would like to know 
what these breeders have to say in favor of 
these cattle, and who has the best record in 
beef and milk. 

It has occurred to me, and no doubt to 
others, that the exhibitions which are annu- 
ally held by the Agricultural Bocieties, do 
not achieve an amount of good at all pro- 

rtionate to the money spent on them. 
Could not the four Societies existing in 

the County be induced to unitein promoting 
an exhibition of pure bred stock? The 
object of such an exhibition being to bring 
before the notice of the farming — 
the best material for improvement, it 
should last longer than one day, and the 
dairy stock should be thoroughly tested. 
A large amount need not be expended in 
premiume, as exhibitors would find their 
reward in advertisment of their stoek, 
though medals, diplomas, &c., might and 
should be given. 

I am oll vo my letter out to quite a 
length, and am afraid I shall trespass on 
your courtesy and weary the attention of 
your readers. But there is yet one other 
matter which has been noticed in vour 
columns I should like to touch upon. I re- 
for to that yield of barley obtained by a gen- 
tleman in Jacksontown, Mr. Harper, I think.

How Susep ARE FEp IN ENGLAND - 
Sheep in England are not given the run of 
the entire pasture,as in America; but, by 
the use of movable fences or hurdles, are 
given a bit of fresh ground daily, in addition 
to the run of a coople of days back. This 
necessitates the use of a good deal of fence 
and some trouble; but English farmers seem 
to believe it pays. Care is taken that there 
is no waste in feeding. Tha crop in spring 
is generally winter ree, which is penued off 
or rye and vetches (1 leguminous plant of 
the genus Vicia) mowed and fed from racks. 
Later on, spring-grown crops are followed 
by a second crop of clover; and by the time 
this is exhausted early sown white turnips 
are ready to feed, and a succession of thege 
is kept up till Christine and New Year's 
when swedes are fed uutil May. llay is al- 
wsva fed twice per day when turnips are 
eiv 1, and is cut from a straw-thatched 
* rick” or stack in the field; but no more is 
ever fed than the sheep will consume at one 
time. The turnips are cut in slices before 
being put in the feeding-racks, and some 
“ extra nice” sheep-owners order the roots 
washed before cutting. The sheep are 
thought to fatten much more rapidly because 
of the regularity with which itis furcished 
them. Oil-cake is frequently fed to the fat- 
tening sheep, and the whole system is 
thought a great improvement upou the meth- 
od of eoiling in barns.—Wickigan Farmer 

It is announced that the labors of the com- 
pany who ten years ago undertook the de- 
licate and important task of revising the 
English translation of the New Testament 
are now completed. The public will look 
with much interest for the result of the four 
hundred sittings which the revisers have 
bad t gether—sittings which indeed indi- 
cates, a8 every student will know, only a 
very small part of the toil and timo actually 
expended. Probably the changes will be 
wuch fewer than tbe ordinary reader will 
be disposed to expect, but we doubt not that 
they will be such as greatly to assist the 
more observant s*ulent of the Scripture, es 
pecially in tho« rhetorical parts in which 
the clearness of the writer's meaning is so 
easily lost by the work of the translators, 
Thos+ who have the highest aud most in- 
telligent estimate of the value of the Serip- 
tures, and of their power as an instrument 
of religious enlightenment and quickening, 
will most fully ansnreciate the significance 
of this great work, 

It is said that there are 9000 bills already 
introduced into Congress and the Senate of 
which not more than 100 should become 
law, Considering the vast amount of work 
et to be done it is hard!, probable that any 

valuable legislative measures will be passed 
during the remaining 63 days when, on 
March 4th, the Forty-sixth Congress expires 
by constitutional limitatien,
