Tur DESTROYER OF THE SPRUCE TrEES.
—Maine’s lumbermen—and, therefore, a
large part of the rest of her citizens—are
much disturbed by the destructive insects
w hich are killing the spruce trees not only
in that State, but in the adjacent British Pro-
vinces. The pine has lost its pre-eminence,
and the spruce was getting in a position to
be the reprosentative tree, but the Urocerus
albicornus, it the thing has been properl
identified, the Augusta Journal says, is kil-
ling off the spruce faster than the lumber-
men could have done it, and greatly to their
detriment. The white-horned I/rocerus, for
that 1s what his name means, is about an
inch long and with winga which spread to
two inchee. They are as likely to destroy
the pines into which they bore as the spruces
go far as the etomologists kmow. 'I'hese in-
gsects are very prolific, and not st all uncom-
mon, In Eogland it has often been noticed
and recorded, but there it was injurious only
to ornsmental trees, not to those on which
go much depends in a business wsy, and in
whose preservation so many people are inter-
ested, as the spruce forests of the North-east.
The prospect seems to be that things will go
from to worse. Unless some smaller
insects come te the rront and destroys the
eggs of the Urocerus, it is hard to see what
is going to save our spruce trees.—Scientific
American, :
