Fifty
years later the Freneh language had died
out, the second and third generation had
inter-married among the Dutch, and the
all-conquering mother-tongue had had its
usual triumph. But the 150 French
Huguenots made a mark upon the colo-
nial community that has never been ef-
faced from the national character. It
was a Retief who led the ** Great Trek”
into the northern wilds. It was ade
Marias who headed a few hundred fol-
lowers against the hosts of thu Matabelle
Kingin 1837. It was a Cellier who read
the service in the larger on the Black
Umvolosi on the Sunday morning when
the Zulu army, in that ** chest and horn
formation,” so familiar to us years later,
moved to the attack of the Dutch camp.
It was a Joubert who covered the beaten
wreck of the Boer ‘ commando” after
the disaster on the White Umvolosi, and
to-day another Joubert is the moving
spirit in the Transvaal revolt. These
French Huguenots, and the much larger
number of Dutch employes of the old
East India Company, were the ancestors
of the people whom te-day we call Boers
—a people slow to think, but not easily
to be turned from their thought when
once they have found it ; slow to embark
in any movement, but certain to follow
it to its extreme end when it has once
veen begun. A homely, sober, virtuous,
quiet, dull race of beings, as full of faith
in God, and of fair dealing between man
and man, as this werld holds human
samples of.—Lieut.

ONE oF THE WONDERS OF THE AGE.—The
publication of the details of the battle at
Spitzkop between the Boers and the Ing-
lish was, says the Chicago Tribune, one of
the most marvellous feats of newspaper and
telegraph enterprise ever known. The Lon-
don Standard sent Mr. Cameron, the hardy,
resolute, fearless African explorer, with the
British advance to report its operations. He
accompanied it in its difficult march to the
summit of the fatal height. When the
Boers made that gallant charge, in the face,
of the English bayonets, about which they
brag so much, and poured over into the basin,
from whichtheydrove the English like sheep,
Mr. Cameron was knocked down, run over,
trampled upon, and captured. He showed
his newspaper credentials and note book, and,
having established his professional identity,
was requested to sct asa flag-of-truce bearer
to enable the English to take care of their
wounded. He reached the British camp that
night, and wrote his despatch of about 2500
words. That despatch was put upon the
srmy field wires, and reached the coast.
Henca it travelled up the east coast of Africa,
over 3000 miles, and tapped the East Indian
wires in the Gulf of Aden; thence on the
bottom of the Red Sea, another 2000 or 3000
miles, to the Mediterranean ; thence on the
bottom of the Mediterranean to Itely ; then
through Italy and over the Alps, and through
Francs and acroes the British Channel to
London. Not stopping there, it goes te Val-
entia, on the west coast of Ireland, and speeds
across the Atlantic to Newfoundland, thencs
to New York, and from New York across
the continent to San Francisco, and on the
following morning it is printed in every daily
newspaper in the civilized world—a thou-
eand of them in this country.

The severe weather and deep snows have
caused fearful losses to the stockmen on the
Western prairies and plaine, It has been
estimated that nc less than 500,000 animals
of various kinds have already pbrished for
want of food and shelter, and the death rate
does not abate as yet. One man in Nevada
is said to have lost over $100,000 worth of
cattle. We have no word of sympathy for
the men who, through their own negligence,
have lost their stock, but we do pity the poor
brutes who are subjected to such ill treat-
ment, all in consequencs of the avarice and
gross neglect of their owners, There has
