Tens of thousands of the most intelligent
and patriotic citizens in all parts of the Do-
minion will have learned with astonishment
and indignation of the bold outrage upon
their well understood wishes perpetrated in
the Senate on the Oth inst. That the irres-
ponsible branch of the Parliament should pre-
sume to interfere with the course of legis-
lation demauded by the people snd condit-
ioned in its application upon the voice of the
propl-, would have been bad enough under
any cucuwstances, But to attempt to block
the prozrees of such legislation in so indirect,
avd we bad aimost gaid underhand a fashion,
makes the interforence ten times woree.—
The priveipl - of the Scott Act was not un-
derstood 1o be 1y qu‘-stiﬂh at all, At the di-
rect r- quest of hundreds of thousands, it had
been decided by both Houses of Parliament
toat the cxperiment of permissive prohibi-
tory legislation as & rumedy for the evils
wrought by intemperance, chould have a
foir trial. On the faith of that decision, and
at great expenditure of money, toil, and
trouble, the Act had been put in operation
in several localities, while strenuous efforts
were being made to secure its adoption in
cthers. Inorder to facilitate its adoption
and working, ¢ rtain amendmesnts affecting
merely the machinery of the Act were thought
necessary, and Senator Vidal’s Bill was
brought in simply for the purpose of secur-
ing such amendments. For honorabls Sen-
ators to take advantage of the second read-
ing of such a Bill to epring upon the fri.nds
of temperance in the Senate and all over
the country, an amendment aimed at 1b
very principle of the original Act, and utter-
ly destructive of its cfficacy as a probibi-
tion measure, was, to put it very mildly,
unusual and unexpected.
