bringing the law into force in St, John, Per- 

haps this is not an indication that th. at- 
tem has been decided agsinst there, but 

when there is active work going ou in the 

direction intimated, we might expect to see 

and hear more of the agitation than we do. 

We did entertain strong hopes that the past 
winter would have seen a wider adoption of 

tho law, and a more complete indication of 
its effectiveness. The winter is the time for 
the agitation of such measures; the time fo: 

influencing public opinion, and we can scar- 

cely hope for success in summer, when suc 

cess depands upon a publicly displayed popu- 

lar sympathy, when the opportunities of 

winter have not been taken advantage «f. 

We write thus not to display any distrust 
as regards past operations or future success, 

nor with any desire to seem merely critical, 

but rather to poict out certain facts for the 

consideration of true temperance worke:s, 

that grasping the situation of affairs they 

may be induced to seek for and apply the 
remedy, aud bestir themselves so that not 

cnly no vantage ground may be lost, but 

that fresh efforts may be made to insure 

speady success in the future. 

An excbange records the following novel 

departure from the ordinary metheds of 

fighting the alchoholic traffic :— 

In the Town of Berwick, Pennsylvania, 
there is a great car maoufacturing company 
which employs a great number of hands, 
and as usual there are a number of grogger- 
ies to adsorb the wages of the workmen and 
unfit them for work, The intelligent presid- 
ent of the company surveys the situation 
and counts the cost. As men will sell liquor, 
and the law will licezse them, the short cut 
is to buy them off, and he compounds by 
paying them six thousand dollars as their as- 
sumed profits on condition of their discon- 
tinuing the sala, This is a method which 
could not be worked as a rule. Intending 
rumsellers would soon learn to flock to Ber- 

. wick to get capital on which to start eise- 
where. But it stands as a, startling protest 
against the mischief done by this traflic, and 
is indeed a reductio ad absurdum. Judged of 
by its=1f all manufacturers and their fore- 
men will readily perceive the profitableness 
of this transaction, If a workman tukes a 
full “drunk ” at home for two or three days 
and comes back to his work sober, so far as 
concerns the shop, there is only so many 
days’ wages less to pay, but when the neigh- 
borhood is filled with liquor sellers, the 
workmen going in and out are enticed by ap- 
petite or good fellowship into ¢“ nipping’ all 
day long. They come in with an uncertain 
load of nleohol. There is no gauge to uncer- 
tain its exact weight or probable effect, and 
consequently there is a continued danger of 
demege, derangement and mischief of all 
sorts, to the cost of the employer and fellow- 
workmen. 

LowgLL, Mass, with its large manufact- 

uring industiies, hes determined that the 
sale and use of intoxicants is hurtful to its 
business and the morals of its people, and 
and therefore has concluded to grant no lig- 
wor licences this year, We believe there is 
a local option liquor law in force in Massa- 
chusetts, 

Golden Rule Lodge, No 44, Fredericton,
