Is it not a fact that a majirity of men find 
their greatest bappiness in a restless pursuit 
of some object which they never reach in 
time; turn them aside from that pursuit 

The thing we 
cell happiness of to day is only comparative 
and having reference to some superior state 
of happiness anticipated for the morrow.— 

It is a question whether those who preach 
and teach contentment are not advising a 
condition that is neitber attainable nor de- 
girable. 

Content is only another form for expressing 

stagnation. The elements of human nature 
are only congenial with a condition of aetion 

and urge constantly to a looking forward to, 

and grasping after, something yet unattain- 

ed. Universal comtentment would imply an 
estoppage of the ambition and of the mental 
impulses through which the world is made 
to move as regards its scientific, physical,

pently maintained, but the unsettled condi- 
tion of the country and the subscquent diffi- 
culty of establishing a native governinent 
bas delayed the withdrawal of my army from 
that position. 
The anticipation with which I last addres. 

ged you of the great diminution of the dis. 
trees in Ireland, owing to the abundant har- 
vest, was realized ; but I grieve to state that 
the social condition of the country has es- 
sumed an alarming character. Agrarian 
crimes in general have muitiplied far beyond 
the experience of recent years, Attempts 
upon life have not grown in tha sama pro- 
portion as other offsaces, bat I must add 
that eff rts are being made for personal pro. 
tection far beyond all former precedent by 
the police under the direction of the execu- 
tive. I have to notice other evils yet more 
widely spread. The administration of jas- 
tice has been frustrated with respect to those 
offences through the impossibility of procur- 
ing evidence and an extended system of ter. 
ror has thus been established in various parts 
of the country, which bas paralyzed almost 
alike the exercise of private rights and the 
performance of civil duties. la a state of 
things new in fome important respects, and 
hence with little of the available guidance 
from former precedent, I bave deemed it 
right to put in use the ordinary powers of 
the law before making any new demand, but 
a demoustration of their insufilciency is now 
amply supplied. Tbe present circumstances 
of the country lead me to apprise you that 
proposals will be imraediately submitted for 
entrusting me with additional powers neces. 
gary in my judgment, not only for the viedi- 
cation of order and p~hlie law, but likewise 
to secure on behal{ i wy subjects protection 
for life and property and personal liberty of 
action, suhj=ct to the primary and imperious 
obligations to which I have just referred, I 
continue to desire not less than heretofore to 
prosecute the removal of the grievances and 
the work of Legislative improvements in Ire- 
land as well as in Great Britain. The Irish 
land act of 1870 has been productive of great 
encfits and bas much contributed to the 

security and comparative well being of the 
occupiers of the soil, without diminishing 
the value or disturbing the foundations of 
property. 

_ In some respects, however, and more par- 
ticularly under the strain of recent and ocal- 
amitous years, the protection which it sap- 
plied has not been found sufficient either 
in Ulster or in the other Provinces. I recom- 
mend you to undertake the further develop- 
ment of its principles in a manner confor- 
mable to the especial wants of Ireland, both 
as regards relation of landlord and tenant 
and with a view to effeetive efforts for giving 
to a large portion of the people by purchase 
a permanent proprietary interest in the soil.

Tue public accounts for the Fiscal year 
recently laid before our Parliament show 
that— 

There has beea a reduction made in Dom- 
inion six per cent. stock from $4,121,197 eat 
the beginning to $422,152 at the close of 
the fiscal year. Of this, over $3,000,000 
was converted to five per cent. stock. The 
effect of this change has been to reduce the 
average rate of interest on the gross debt 
from $3 95 to §3 82, and on the net deht 
from §4 51 to 4 37 and on the debt payable 
in London from §4 57 to $4.45. The in- 
crease in the savings bank deposits during 
the year is $1,800,000. 
The total liabilities of Canada on the 1st 

July, 1880, were $199 125,323, against 
$188.974,753 the previvus year, and $174,- 
(75,834 on the lst July, 1370. On the lst 
July, 1867, the liabilities were $93,046,051. 
Qur assets have increased from §306.493.- 

683 in 1879 to $42,182,852 in 1880. 
The Customs receipts for the last fiscal year 

were $14, 071 343 ; Excise, $4,232,627, the 
latter being $1,150,300 less than last year. 
The total receipts on account of the consoli- 
dated tund were §23.307,406 against $22, 
017,382 the previous year. The receipts from 
the Intercolonial were $1,506,298; from 
Prince Edward [sland Railway $113,851 and 
Pembina Branch $108. 375.
