A BY-LAW 
To prevent the use of Slaughter Houses at 

Florenceville. 
Be it ordained by the Ouunty Council of 

the Municipality of Carleton that no person 
shall slaughter any cattle, cheep, swine or 
other animal nn or within a distance of two 
hundred feot from the Great Rosd in that 
district in Parish of Simonds from Butter-

The experiment of heating a residence by steam 
has, in the case of Mr' John Fisher, given satis- 
faction. With two radiators he keeps his house 
sufficiently warm for any purpose. In the use 
of steam there is not only an even temperature 
secured, but a great deal of trouble and dirt is 
saved and the expense, in Mr. Fisher’s case, is 
but trifling. and less than it would be by any 

-more land then just sufficient to put a tuild- 
ing on. A private citizen protects himself 
by having all the land he can afford around 
bis residence, and if that policy was a good 
one for a private citizen to follow it was 
equally good for a ruunicipelity. It was, 
clearly, the most economical plan to secure 
a lot of land, especially when, for the small 
sum of $3,600, so valuable a blcck of land 
in the centre of the town as that now in 
view can be obtained. Counciilors should 
not legislate for this County as if the bene- 
fits accruing were not to extend over a longer 
period than their own life time. They should 
look forward when in ten or twenty years it 
might be necessary to erect a new Court 
House and Gaol. The present buildings 
wight be burned and, in that case, many of 
the gentlemen present would agree with him, 
Woodstock: would be the proper place for 
their erection, They should be greponve for 
such an emergency. If they did not secure 
theee lands now they would loose a chance 
such as ‘which may never offer again. It 
was important that sll the County buildings 
and offices should be together and, it being a 
foregone conclusion that the time will come 
when the Connty buildings will be in the 
town, they ehould now secure the land on 
‘which they can all be built. Asregards the 
cost, the extra expense involved in the trial 
fees of witnesses, and jurymen attending 
Court here would almost pay the interest,
