Mgr Epitor,—With reference to the very 
important question now under consideration, 
a ** water supply for the Town of Woodstock, 
*¢ permit me to occupy a small pace in your 

paper. of the nearly;ta 
destruction of the Town, in 1860, the victims 
of that and subsequent fires have made efforts 
to obtain, as far as the abilities of the inhab- 
itants would permit, some effectual means 
for extinguishing them. 1 have before me a 
list of the yeas and nays on the vote for the 
purchase of the first steamer, and feel eure 
that many who gave on that occasion sn neg- 
ative vote, have since been willing to ac- 
knowledge that it has saved many times 
more in value of property than its cost, and 
in more than one instance a wide epread con- 
flagration. Another steamer has now been 
purchased, and still theie will be fires; the 
few golden moments at the commencement 
of a fire lost, all is lost. Pipes of sufficient 
caliber in every house, in every room if you 
will, fully charged, and ready to deliver, 
are the only effectual means for extinguishing 
fires. There sre other considerations, acd 
first, the Acalth of the Town. The surface 
privies and cess pools are prolific ources of 
disease, Diphtheria, Typhus, and other 
virulent forms are directly traceable to them, 
and Woodstock has not been without its 
mourners from either cause. The death rate 
ot the great city of London, from its almost 
perfeet system of sewerage is much less than 
many other of the large cities, and a good 
system of sewerage will be an easy and ne- 
cessary adjunct to a water supply. The lath, 
80 important to health, comfort and cleanli- 
ness, may then be introduced into every 
houee—a large amount of centage saved an- 
nually to reimburse the other outlay—and 
from eich hydrant the stranger may obtain 
without money or without price a healthy 
draught jor bimeelf or his beast. 
The promise of Woodstock becoming a 

great distributing centre, would attract many 
to become prominent residents ; but the Fire 
Fiend has proclaimed it, and nothing short of 
the most perfect and ample means being em- 
ployed wiil restore public confidence. 

Considerable streams are known to have 
declined through the clearing of land and 
settlement of the country to mere brooks ; it 
would therefore not be advisable to trust to 
any other than the St. John. 
The writer well remembers the first meet- 

ing held in the old Mechanic's Institute to 
hear a Mr. Tonney's views with reference to 
a proposed line of telegraph from Quebec, 
and thence to Fredericton, and the objections 
some of them quite original —against taking 
stock. But the schoolmaster has since been 
abroad, and no one would now think of 
abandoning what has become almost essential 
to our cxistence. 
We hope an intelligent view will be taken 

of what is cqually essential, and for the credit 
of Woodstock the vote on the water supply 
be ** unavimous.”’

I thus fairly state my position as one of 
pure selfishness, and my appeal is directed 
first to those who like myself would receive 
no benefits, but must bear the burdens and 
suffer from the depreciation of property in- 
separable from this expensive work and, 
secondly, to the sense of fairness of these who 
would be greatly benefitted by flowing water 
on their premises, and ask them to hold their 
hand until they can have these privileges in 
a fair way at their own expense and not at 
the expense of their neighbors. What could 
be more odious than a forced contribution 
from one part of the community annually 
forever, to be applied to the sole benefit of 
another part of the same community?

To consider this question 
properly we must take into account on one 
side the expense of the present supply of 
water, wells, pumps, and hauling, and carry- 
ing extra insurance; and on the other side 
the inevitable tax gatherer.

blessed privilege of carrying it from the 
rivers and springs which are abundant, 

while those who are able can have a supply as 
abundant as they wish «/ t/icir own expense. 

This advantage is very great as compared 
with forced payments for water, in many and 

we may say most cases for the water supply 
of their neighbors. For, let ue not overlook 
the fact, that it will be impossible with the 
means at the disposal of the Town to carry 
the pipes to a majority of its inhabitants, 
The inequality in the matter of insurance 

is just as glaring. Why should the many be
