WoMeN 1xv Business.—Will society

be the happier fur the change that is now
being accomplished ? It is impossible to
speak with any confidence on this head.
As regards men, we should be iuclined,
but for one consideration, to say that
they would be less happy. The struggle
for existence will be harder, and, for a
long time to came, it will be more an-
noying to carry it on against women than
against men. It is true, in proportion
a# women become able to support them-
selves, they will ba less and less of a
burden on their male relations, but the
relief experienced in this direction will
not, we suspect, make up for the corre-
sponding diminution in the means that
men have hitherto had of supporting
themselves. ~When a father dies before
‘hehas had time to make any adequate
provision for his children, he will doubt-
less feel easier when he remembers that
his daughters are quite as well qualified
as his sons to earn their own living. But
the sons themselves may reflect with
some bitterness that it is the ability of
their own and other men's sisters to do
this that has obliged them to emigrate
and work with their hands, instead of
staying io Britain and working with their
heads. If there is any compensation of
this, it will be found, we faney, in the in-
creased happiness of common-place mar-
riages. There are a great number of
such unions, in which both husband and
wife would plainty be happier if they had
more interests in common. In propor-
tion as the woman takes ber share of the
labours by which the family is support-
ed, the number of these interests must
increase. A husband and wife who are
partuers in business will have something
to talk about, however dull they may
find each other when they get beyond
business.
From this point of view, it is quite
possible that one result of the extended
employment of women may be to increase
the number of marriages. So long as a
man has to support his wife, he likes to
be sure that he can do so before he be-
gins to think of choosing one. But when
the woman is able to eontribute her full
share to this end, the unit of labour will
be a married couple, and a prudent man
will naturally look out for a wife as for
an iostrument which will double the
means of support, without anything like
doubling the cost of being supported.
On the other hand, women, if they are
foud of their work and proud of their
success in it, may dislike the inevitable
distractions of married life, and regard
husband and children as so many hind-
rances to the business which really occu-
pies their thoughts.—Spectator.

PeriLs of THE DEEP.—Special to the Chica-
go, (Ill.) Inter-Ocean: The world-renowned
swimmer, Captain Paul Boyton, in an interview
with a newspaper correspondent at the seashore,
related the following incidents of his experience:

Reporter—*“ Captain Boyton, you must have
seen a large part of the world ?”’

Captain Boyton:—** Yes sir, by the aid of my
