Sebolt did not live
1n eutirc harmony ; that since the birth of
her lass child, Mrs. Seybolt had not been in
good health, and it is belicved deepondency
caused ber to commit the deed.

3everslare
addressed to her schoolmates on childish)
matters, and two to her fatber. One says,

tells him where she leaves money to buy
flywers.

 Mother was always eick, you know, and
thought of dying often, and how we would
be treated, and #o thought it best for all of
us to die st once, and bought something to
kill us—baby first, Annie eecond, Tony third,
