The plan is to traneform these vast
plains of soggy vegetable putridity into emil-
ing lakes and parke, There is some fear that
the President will veto the bill but it is im-
possible to believe anything eo monstrous
trom a christian. Leading members ot the
House say that they are confident the bill
will be signed. The weight of opinion is in
favor of K bill becoming a law, though thoee
that eay 1v will be vetoed speak in very pos-
itive terms, and claim to speak by authority.

I'be Cabinet considered the bill at & meeting
held last week, so if a veto was decided upon
the President will not have to await the Fri-
dgy mc.cting of the Cabinet. It is thought
his action on the bill will be known by to-
morrow,

It seems to be generally conceded that the
removal of the internal revenue tax reduction
bill from the Senate, and the river and har-
bor bill from both bouses increases the chances
of adjournment. The Senators and members
who said last week Congress could adjourn
by Monday next eaid this afternoon that an
adjournment was still pessible then, but not
very probable, on account of the unknown
amount of time that may be used up on naval
sppropriation bill, which proved to be even
more fruitful of debate than was expected.
Lhere is but one opinion in regard to the tax
reduction proposition, and that is that Sen-
a‘or Beck was correct when he said the
funeral eervices were preached on it to day.
It gocs over, therefore, until next eeesion.

_Uommissioner Raum reports to Secretary
Folger that the entire collections of internal
revenue for the past fiscal year have been ac-
counted for and tarned into the Treasury,
The whole sum collected was §146,520,273 71,
During the past e1x years the sum of §748,-
831,071 has been collected from this source
without Joss by defalcation. The expenses of
collections for the past fiscal year will not ex-
ceed $5 108,300, being less than 34 per cent,
of the whole. The combinationsamong illicit
distillers in some parts of the country to evade
the law have been broken up, and the rela-
ticns existing between the tax-payers and the
revenue officers are harmonioues.

The President will make a visit to New
York city after the adjournment of Congress.

FOREIGN LETTER.

(Regular Correspondence.)

Avrexanpria, Egypt, July 13, 1882,

in the afternoon of the first day of the

bombardment vast clouds of smoke buog
drifting over the city of Alexandria and
flames were rising from one wing of the Khe-
dive’s Palace as well as from the buildinge
under the Pharos.  The forts on shore were
replying with only an occasional gun, but
Gabara and one or two others had not been
silenced.

Suddenly the two ironclads ceased to send
from their sides tbose thick riogs of whirling
smoke with the firey centre, and a strange
quiet ensued, which was followed by the
slow departure of these two war ships from
the vicinity of the ehore.

They bad seen and acswered a sigoal from
the Admiral to cease firing. Thus practically
ended the work of those terrible nine hours,
during which, for the first time, Eogland’s
mighty modern artillery had spoken forth in
anger. None then knew on board the fleet
what havoc of life and limb lay behind the
crumbled masonry and shattered earthbanks
which could be eeen. The Egyptiene bad
stood up gallantly, and must, all knew, have
paid heavily, 3

Egyptian darkness now settled upon the
scene of wrath and destruction. The great
war ehips were one by one withdrawn from
their positions, feeling their way with the
utmost caution through the shoals and par-
row passes of the harbor and its approaches.
Arabi had of course extinguished all guiding
lights, and only the gleam of a few lampe
marked the city. The vessels of the ficet
were eventually ranged in a line, with an
offing of about three miles, and, all pight
long, bright, scarching beams of the electric
light played along the water from the top of
each ironclad, falling sometimes in patches
of sharp radiance on the low lying coast.
There must have been fresh terror for Arabi’s
men in those piercing midnight rays of mys-
terious glitter which lit up the sea in quest
of boats or torpedos, and then snddenly
flashed and flickered along the Jand.

This morning dawned dull and cloudy,

ness of this heavy unusual weather the fags
of all the fleet were seen to be lowered at
half-mast, and one of the gunboats presently
was observed stealing around among them,
collecting the dead. These were only five or
six in number, and did not include a single
officer. The losses on Tueeday were really
very light considering the Jength of the en-
gagement, This was chiefly due to the fact
that Arabi's men bhad moving targets to aim
at, and could hardly get off two consecutive
rounds without a monstrous shell breaking
like a voleano amidst them or a hail from the
deadly Gatlings scourging them away from
their platforms.

When the funeral ceremony had been com-
pleted the ironclads and their plucky little
oonsorts once again ran their fighting flage
up to the peak, and rode to their anchors,
or elowly forged ahead, all stripped for ac-
tion and in fighting order.

Thoee nearest shore could now distinguish
with their glasses dismounted guns, para-
pets crumbled to a dust heap, timber and
masonry and munitions of war in confusion
—the result of Tueeday’s terrible work—
while not only the palace behind, but por-
tions of the city, as | say, emoked and glared.

The Egyptians bad fought much better
than was expected. They have well earned
the honor of being the first to face throughout
a l%ng day the most tremendous artillery fire
ever opened in any war-fare. Nor can it be
said that ignorance made them bold, for the
first few rounds from the heavy guns pro-
daced effects positively frighttul to witness
even from a point of eafety, while to have
stood under such avalanches of iron without
flinching proves the Egyptians to bave some
good stuff among them.
