MurpEer BY Burian.—* Topics of the
Times,” in October Century contains a
bold demand for reform in the manner
in this country of conducting funerals,
also the following disquieting statement:
*“ No scientific discoveries have been
made in our generation of greater impor-
tance than those of M. Pasteur. As
many of our readers are aware, they re-
late to the propogation of disease through
living organisms, these known as bacilli
and bacteria being most frequently con-
nected with the morbid processes of dis-
ease. M. Pasteur finds that these
microscopic forms of life exist especially
in dead bodies; that they work their
way up through the soil to the surface,
are taken into the intestines of grazing
cattle or are distributed by the winds,
and 8o, it would seem probable, propegate
a whole school of disease—such as small-
pox, diphtheria, tubercular consumption,
pneumonia, eyrsipelas, &e., &c., and per-
haps yellow fever. M. Pasteur mections
the sphenic fever which prevails in
France and other countries of Europe,
aud which annually destroys thousands
of cattle and sheep. In one such case he
discovered that an epidemic of this dis-
ease was followed after some years by its
fresh outbreak among cattle that had bean
grazing in the fields where, previously,
victims of the same disease had been
buried under the pastures. The little
bacteria had worked their way from the
buried carcasses to the surface, and were
found in swarms in the iutestines of
earth worms that gathered there.

It ought to be the business of scientific
people to show the relation of these facts
—if they can be accepted as facts—to
our present method of disposing of the
dead. If the breezes that blow from
Greenwood, Mt. Auburn and Laurel
Hill, are laden with germs which propo-
gate the diseases that have already slain
our kindred, then the most expensive
feature of those cities of the dead is not
in their costly monuments. It is worth
while to ask ourselves whether the dis-
ciples of cremation have not a truth on
their side, and whether some amendment
is not needed iu the modes of burial
which, in this country especially, seem
desigried to resist the operations of na-
ture as long as possible, and so make a
dead body a source of indefinite evil.

Indeed, the whole matter of our burial
customs is one which urgently needs re-
vision. It is astonishing that, in con-
nection with risks so many and various

and Farell. They have ealled attention
to the fact that the image of steamers
and the surrounding mountains, when
reflected upon the surface of the immense
lake, invariably appeared in a diminish-
ed state. Hence they conclude that the
surface of the lake must be beat in a
convex shape, otherwise it could not
produce the same results as a Japanese
diminishing mirror or a convex lens. Of
course this observation is not confined
to Lake Geneva, but must be true of all
great water-surtaces which are sufficient-
ly still and placid to serve as mirrors. A
critic bas asked why this phenomenon
has not been noticed until recently. M.
M. Dufour and Farell reply that it has
possibly been notice by private observ-
ers, who have not thought of its interest
or importance as a confirmation of the
theory that we are living upon a globe.
They add, further, that the diminution
of the reflected objects is so slight that
it would naturally escape the mnotice of
the greater number of observers.—Lon-
don Morning Post.
