CARLETON COUNTY COUNCIL. 
CONTINUED, 

SEMI-ANNUAL SESSION, 
Jane 27, 1882. 

Mg, Kercnox moved, seconded by Mr. 
Gilimcre— Resolved, That in the opinion of 
this Council the support of the Poor of the 
County should be a general Uounty charge, 
snd that an Alms House and Work Houre 
should be erected hy the County, and that 
the necessary Legislation skould be obtained 
for that purpose. 
Mr GiLumore thought it was time the 

Counell condemned ard changed the present 
disreputable system of poor management — 
He deprecated the method of leading poor 
old people from one Parish to another, in or- 
der that they might be fixed on the one to 
which they rightly belonged. He referred to 
a recent tragedy in Brighton, suggesting that 
the poor man committed suicide, ater having 
implored bis own child to take his life. under 
the stings of poverty and in dread of being 
publicly sold to the lowest bidder. He was 
aware that bis own Parish, Aberdeen, had 
no poor, and he did not know nor ¢ire what 
bie people would think of “his action, but in 
the interests of humanity, in the interests of 
the aged, the sick, the blind, the poor, some 
of them brought to this state by, asin it 
they are subject to, the craft snd cunning of 
designing men, and for whom 1n some Par 
ishee there is no more sympathy than tor the 
dogs, and for whom many who have large 
hearts for so called charitable and religious 
institutions bave no charity, he would sop- 
port this motion for the whole County to 
take care of the poor. 
Mr CarpwiLL was surprised to bear the 

remarks of Mr, Gulinore and tbe strong de- 
nunciation of the people of his section of the 
country. (Mr. Giilmore ree to explain.) — 
Mr. Celdwell-—proceding did not say his 
Parieh but his section of the County. The 
people in hia (Mr. C.'#) Parish were of a 
different kind ; they were not inhuman ; the 
poor are not sold there on the streets; they 
are well cared for, well and comfortably fed 
and clothed, though cheaply, and he had 
never before beird that the poor of Carleton 
Co. were subject to such inbuman treatment 
as represented by Mr. Gillmore. Before he 
could vote for the change proposed it must 
be ehown that it woald be a wise and econo- 
mic change. 
MR. Givare—This idea of cheapness is 

what leads to the whole evil complained of. 
Mg. CAMPBELL said as to the charge of sel- 

ling the poor, 18 did pot apply to Brighton. 
In that Parish the Overseers look after the 
poor, and he considered them safo in the 
bands of those officials, 
Mr. Kercnux said be had introduced this 

motion becaure be thought the way proposed 
was the proper way for the disposition of the 
poor of the County, He thought the system 
of putting paupers on the block and eelling 
them at auction was next to slavery. He 
thought the change would create a better 
feeling between town and country than now 
existed. It was only rignt in principle, he 
held. that each Parish should pay its share 
toward the support of the whole poor. By 
the new assessment the Parish of Woodstock 
pays oue-third, so that it could not be com- 
plained that Woodstock did not pay its share. 
Should this motion pass he thought the Com- 
missioners of the Poor House and Farm, 
Woodstock, would be willing to pay a portion 
of the expepse, 

Mgr. GrLiy RE said the cheapness of the 
present system was what he objected to,— 
Paupers were now sold to the lowes: bidder 
for their keep, and a consequence was that 
people almost as poor bought them in and 
could not keep them properiy, We willingly 
contributed to the support of euch public jn- 
stitutions a8 insane asylums ; why not then 
for the old and poor? Why leave them to 
suffer? Why slaughter them hike bulls 7— 
Tbe Brighton ehooting case was the result of 
extreme poverty, The ohject of each Parish 
18 to get the poor, if possible, fixed on some 
other Parigh, no matter if the victim died on 
the dividing live, He should do his duty 
and let the couscquences take esfe of them- 
selves. 
Mg. Snow snid so far as the shooting case 

in Brighton was concerned. Mr. Gilmore 
was mistaken. In thut esc there had been 
po application to the Parish for relief, and | 
be understood there wes food in the house, 
and it could pot be truthfully said that ir 
was because of extreme poverty he shot him- | 
gelf. Itis well known tliat the man bad | 
been inaspe, as he probably was when he!

Mg. Suss had beld the opinion fop years 

that a different system trom the present 
should be wtroduced. It was very bard for 
those whose only fault wus that they are 
poor, and who may still be respectable, to be 
let out at auction and be exposed to suffering 
from the condact of dilatory Poor-masters 
and negleatful Overseers. A change was 
called for. Qsher places bag tried the svs- 
tem now proposed and find the poor can be 
supported cheaper than by our present one. 
Mr. MevyiLie said this matter bad been

Then there was the danger that if 
a County poor house wes established it would 
be resorted to by many who were rather lazy 
than gow. 2pd in consequence the Coanty 
would support many who were not poor.— 
A very considerable additional expense would 
be entailed on the County by the new systeis, 
and be thought the present law for the sup- 
port of poor quite guflicient. Now snyone 
requiring assistance wo wroper)y applies is 
entitled to and must receive assistauve. fe 
thought that some of the cases such as had | 
been referred to would be found on enquiry 
to be subjects rather for a house of correction 
than a poor boose, 
Mr. Wes said that ja Wilmot they had

If an institution 
like that to which reference was made in the 
quotation he had read could suffer from an 
illegal appropriation of its funde, what guar- 
antee have they that an institution such as 
that proposed might pot be attended with 
like rerults, 

Mg. Hay wes pleased that Mr. Ketchum 
bad introduced this resolution, as be lives 
not in the town but outside among people 
who have been clamoring about the manage- 
ment of the poor by the town and parish and 
want the parish to be separated from the 
town, It was evident that Mr. Ketchum 
held the proper view while the others were 
in error. He agreed with the scntiments of 
Mr. Gillmore to an iota ; having po poor in 
Aberdeen it would not be said he wanted to 
relieve bis parish of burdens at expense of 
other parishes, but was willing to assume 
vew bardens in order to relieve suffering bu- 
manity. Mr, Caldwell had said rhey sup- 
ported the poor in Wicklow at £1 a week, 
while §2 a week is paid for support of crim- 
nals ; this did not Jook quite charitable or 
consigtent. The poor, he held. should bave 
their most indulgent care; sowe of them 
were uch hy the result of unavoidable cir- 
cumstances and of men who perhaps for hat! 
a_ century had oontributed largely to the 
t=xe+ of the country. It was awful that be. 
caure & man had bheeome poor he shovld be 
pus upon a bloek snd sold for his keeping — 
There should be rympathy for the pauper, 
because none knew how soon they might be 
reduced to hike circumstances themsecives ; 
Gud forbid that any of them should cxperi- 
ence such a reduction. This was a common 
sense watter, A psoper could not be pro- 
perly fed and clothed for §1 per week, As 
to Woodstoek, it could not be said that thas 
town is selfish in thie matter, as it has to pay 
about half of the whole poor assessment, and 
would not be effected favorably by the new 
system, He would appeal to this Counail in 
the behalf of the human family; in bebalf 
of the poor whom ¢* we have always with 
us,” in respect to the possibility that we may 
become paupers some of us ourselves, to pase 
this resolution, 
Mr Kine thought the proper place, the 

best place, to keep paupers is at home. The 
parishes should take care of their own poor. 
His parish was willivg as it was able, as his 
colleague had shown, to see that their poor 
was properly cared for ard put in charge of 
the best men they had. Wicklow provided 
for paupers of all classes and both sexes, 
young girls and cld men had assistance.— 
The parish was able to take care of ite own 
poor and did not need eny belp. In some 
cases families were resisted by the parieh to 
the extent of half their living, more or less. 
He contended the present system was the 
best ; the poor should he taken care of at 
home and families not broken up to send ite 
members to a County poor house. : 
Mg. Harmon said he was going to vote 

against the résolution as he wanted more 
light on the subject of an alms-houee as to its 
cos: and expense of maintenance; without 
this information he could not vote. In his 
opinion the expense wou!d be much greater 
than jt is pow. With reference to the 
general subject they spent a large sum of 
money yearly, for support of paupers, who, 
in his opinion, are as well cared for as are 
those in any part of the globe. Under the 
present system be did not believe any of the 
poor suffered. He agreed with Mr. King 
that the people among whom the poor are, 
can take care of them better than any other 
people. He would like to have a committee 
of erquiry sppoioted to enquire acd report 
28 to the probable cost and current expense 
of the rystem now proposed. 
Mr CavrpwsLy said if it should fail to his

Guiteau was hung at Washington on Friday 

last, a year all but a day from the shooting of 

President Garfield. Down to the last moment 

he maintained the character of eccentricity that 

has made him #0 conepicuous since his trial be- 

gan. The papers have taken every advantage 

of all the circumstances associated with the last 

days of Guiteau and of all his words and actions 

to fill column after column. We can only quote 
the latest scene in the rather farcical tragedy. 

At 12.05 o'clock Gen. Crocker read the death 
warrant to the prisoner in his cell The only 
persons present were Gen. Crocker, Deputy 
Warden Rush and Rev. Dr. Hicks. Twenty 
minutes later at 12.25 the procession started for 
the gallows as follows: Iirst came Warden 
Crocker and the Deputy Warden. Then Dr. 
Hicks followed by the prisoner with his arms 
tightly pinioned behind him and in charge of 
two officerse—Coleman and Woodward, bebind 
these walking two and two were Messrs. Jones, 
Hudson, Johnson and Crocker, all officials con- 
nected with the jail. The distance from the cell 
to the gallows is 165 feet and it was necessary 
for the procession to pass through the Rotunda 
where a great crowd of newspaper correspond. 
ents and others had collected. After leaving 
the Rotunda the procession passed out through 
a door into the jail yard at the further end of 
which stands the gallows. Everything had 
veen made ready for the burial scene, and pre- 
ceded by Warden Crocker the prisoner ascended 
the scaffold with a firm step. Ie was placed 
directly over the fatal drop, and while he stood 
there Rev. Mr Hicks offered up a prayer. After 
this Guiteau announced in a elear voice that he 
would read from Matthew X, 28th to 41st: 
‘* Fear not them which kill the body bat are not 
able to kill the soul,” etc. When he had 
finished reading he delivered himself of the fol- 
lowing :— 

GUITEAU’S PRAYER. 

““ My dying prayer on the gallows: Father 
now [ go to Thee and the Saviour. I have 
finiehed the work Thou gavest me to do, and 1 
am only too happy to go. The world does not 
yet appreciate my mission, but Thou knowest it 
Thou knowest Thou inspired Garfield's removal 
and only good has come from it. This is the 
best evidence that the inspiration came from 
Thee, and I have set it forth in my book that 
all men may read that Thou, Father, didst 
inspire the act for which I am now murdered. 
The Government and nation by this new act 
[ know will now incur Thy eternal enmity, 
as did the Jews by the killing of Thy man 
my Saviour. The retribution in that case came 
quick and sharp, and I know the divine law 
will strike this nation and my murderers in 
the same way. The diabolical spirit of this 
pation, its government and its newspapers to- 
wards me will justify Thee in cursing them, and 
[ know that Thy divine law of retribution is 
inexorable. I therefore predict that my murder- 
ers, from the Executive to the hangeman, will 
go te hell. Thy laws are inexorable, Oh, Thou 
Supreme Judge. Woe unto the men who violate 
Thy laws—only weeping and gnashing of 
teeth await them. The American press has a 
large bill to settle with Thee, Righteous Father, 
for their vindictiveness in this matter. Nothing 
but blood will satisfy them and now my blood 
be on them, and this nation and ite officials. 
Arthur, the President is a coward and an in- 
grate; his ingratityde to the man that made him 
and saved his party and land from overthrow has 
no parallelin history, but Thou, righteous Fath- 
er, will judge him Father, Thou knowest me, 
but the world hath not known me and now I go 
to Thee and the Saviour without the slightest ill- 
will toward & human being. Farewell ye men 
of earth.” 
When he had finished reading his prayer he 

again surveyed the crowd and said, still with a 
firm voice : “I am now going to read some verses 
which are intended to indicate my feelings at 
the moment of leaving this world. If set to 
music they may be rendered effective. The idea 
is that of a child babbling to his mamma and 
pspa. I wrote it this morning about 10 o’clock.”’ 
He then gommenced to chant these verses 1p a 
sad doleful style :-— 

I am going to the Lordy, 
I am so glad, 
I am going to the Lordy, 
I am so glad, 
I am goiog to the Lordy, 
Glory, Hallelujah, Glory Hallelujah. 

Ilove tbe Lord with all my soul, 
Glory Hallelujah, 
And that is the reason 
I am going to the Lord, 
Glory Halle'vjah Glory Hallelujah, 
1 am going to the Lord. 

[Here Guiteau’s voice failed and he bowed his 
head and broke into sobs, but rallied a little and 
went on with his chant. ] 

I saved my party and my land, 
Glory Hallelujah! 

But they have murdered me for it and that is the 
"roa ou [ am going to the Lordy. 

Glory Hallelujah! Glory Hallelujah! 

[Here again his feelings overcame him and be 
leaned his head on the shoulder of Dr. Hicks 
and sobbed pitifully, still he went on.] 
I wonder what I'll do when I get to the Lordy, 
I guess that 1 will weep no more when I get to 

the Lordy. 
Glory Hallelujah! 

{Here was another interruption caused by 
gobs and emotions which be was Unable to re- 
press, He wept bitterly and then with quiver- 
ing lips and moantul tones he went on to finish 
his ditty. ] 
I wonder what I will see when I get to the Lordy, 
I expect to see most splendid things beyend all 

earthly conception. 
When I am with the Lordy. 
Glory Hallelujah, 

[Raising his voice to the highest pitch that 
he could demand ] 

Glory hallelujah, I am with the Lord. 

This closed the chant, and then Ra. Mr. 
Hicks gave to Guiteau his final benediction and 
farewell, saying : ““ God, the Father, be with 
thee and give thee peace forevermore.”’ : 

THE FINAL SCENE. 

The attendants then pinicned his legs, held 
the noose over his head and carefully adjusted 
it about his neck. Mr. Strong placed the black 
cap over hig head, and as he did so Guitean 
called out in loud tones, ** Glory, glory, glory.” 

Instantly the spring was touched, the drop 
fell at |2 40 and Guiteay swung in the air. The 
body turned partly around, but there was not 
the slightest perceptible movement of the limbs 
or any evidence of a conscious effort to move 
them when the drop fell. 
John W. Guiteau said to a reporter just after 

the execution that he was glad it was over. 
‘“ What will be done with the remains?” 

asked the reporter. 
*“ We will bury him here in the jail where he 

will be safe,’’ said Mr. Guiteau. ** He will not 
be taken out of the jail.” : 
The epot indicated by the Warden as Gui- 

teau’s burial place is in the same court as the 
gallows snd a few yards from it, 

fHE RESULY OF THE AUTOPSY 
on the body of Guiteau so far as can be Jearned 
to-night from the surgeons present may be 
briefly stated as follows : After surveying the 
body externally the surgeons proceeded to lay 
open the brain, cavity and thorax, and to ex. 
amine the organs therein contained. The brain 
was well formed and presented no external 
evidence of disease or lesion. Lungs and heart 
in normal condition, but there was a slight suf- 
fering of the verta in the vicinity of the heart. 
The neck was not dislocated or fractured as first 
supposed, but death resulted from suffocation 
2nd not from dislocation of the spinal vertabre. 
Bartial examination was made of the abdominal 
viscera but it had not been completed at the 
time that the autopsy was suspended. The 
spleen was found to be considerably enlarged 
the weight heing 15 ounces or more than twice 
that of 4 normal spleen. Other abdominal organs 
go far as examined presented ne unusual features,
