Now, farmers of Wicklow and Car- 
leton County, the poor as well as the rich, 1 
appesl in your behalf, are we, the farmers of 
the County, not the bone and sinew of the 
land ? are we not the poorest class, according 
to the investment and labor put forth; are 
we not taxed by our Dominion Government 
to build foreign railroads, &o., and by our 
Local Government to build railroads, import 
stock into the country, &ec., and by our 
Municipality to purchase land for Govern- 
ment buildings, when we already have suffi. 
cient ones,—all of which, we may say, is ju- 
dicious and right,—but when we make a 
demand for a small tax that would not 
amount to fifty cents for the poor man with 
ten children and six sheep, who is this gigan- 
tic Councillor of Wicklow who throws down 
the challenge to all progessionists, as the 
great friend and protector of the poor man? 
Why does not Wicklow trot him out for 
higher honors, for he certainly displays a 
great deal of eloquence, We have all respect 
for our Council Board, and think on the 
whole its members are representative men 
that we need not be ashamed of, yet we do 
think that all Councillors should be willing 
to talk and vote on so important a question 
as the aiding of a woollen factory; and lur- 
ther, we think that Councillors should be 
vested with the power to vote on all questions, 
as well as our local and Dominion members, 
A Wicklow Councillor will have a change to 
consult his constituents the fall of 1882, — 
We leave it to the readers of the Senrwvgr 
to eay whether or not we have made a point, 
in favor of aiding the building of a woollen 
faotory.
