would reap incalculable benelit if the
walk of its ordinarv horses could be ac-
celerated a single mile per hour beyond
what is now general. It would put mil-
lions of dollars extra into the national
pockets every year. We might have
horses. which would walk five miles an
hour just as naturally and easily as
three to three and a balf, and rarely
four, as is now the rule. All the farm
and much of the country road and town
stroet horsework is done at a walk, 1t
costs no more to feed a smart street
walker than it does a slow, logy one,
and frequently not so much.  Now, let
any one calculate the profit and advan-
tage of using the former in preference
to the latter. Let the farmer see how
much more land per day he can get

lowed and harrowed : Fow many more
loads of hay, straw, grain and vegetables
he can take to market ; and how much
more rapidly he is able t) accomplish all
his other work, and he will have little
patience in keeping a slow-walking horse
any longer. 1t will be the same with
the expressman, and teamster, and the
truckman.

W heat ncedsa
little more time to cure in the mow or stack
if eut early, but all the other fears are
groundless, and the decided advanteges of
early cut wheat overbalance all the possible
harm that may attend it,

Wheat should be cut tefore the berry
hardeos ; when the heads bend over, the
straw is yellow, and the kernel will leave no
moisture on the thumb nails when crushed
between thew, then is the time to begin.

Straw from early cat wheat is worth
double that which is left until dead ripe; it
then has parted with all its juices and be-
comes woody fibre instead of nutritious ani-
wal food.

So far as the appearance of the kernel and
the feeding valne of the straw is conocerned,
any farmer of average peoetration can die-
eover that early cut wheat is decidedly to be
preferred to wheat cut when the berry is
bard and the straw dcy and dead.”’
