Tue Su~x.—In any reference to the
physical history of the sun the stupend-
ous magnitude of its sphere must be
kept vividly present to the nind. With
a diameter 109 times longer than that of
the earth's, the solar orb lovks out into
space from a surface that is twelve
thousand times larger than the one which
the earth erjoys. The bulk of the sun
is one million three hundred thousand
times that of the earth. If the surface
of the san were a thin external rind, or
shell, and the earth were piaced mn the
middle of this hollow sphere, not only
would the moon have space to circle in
its usnal orbit without ever getting out-
side of the solar shell, but there would
be room also for a second satellite, near-
ly as far again as the moon, to accom-
plish & similar course. The weight of
the sun is three hundred thousand times
the weight of the earth, or, in round
numbers, two thousand millions of mil-
lions of millions of millions of tons. The
mean distance of the sun from the earth
is now so well ascertained, through in-
vestigations which have been made in
geveral distinct wavs, that there can
scarcely be in the estimate an error of
500,000 miles. The distance, at the
present time given, is 92,885,000 miles.
This measure is in itself so vast that, if
any traveller were to move at the rate of
four miles an hour for ten hours a day.
it would take him 6300 years to reach
the sun. Sound would traverse the in-
terval. if there were anything in space
capable of transmitting sonorous vibra-
tions, in 14 years.and a cannor -hall sus-
taining its ivitial velocity throughout
would do the same thing in nine years.
A carious illustration, attributel to Pro-
fessor Mendenhall, is to the effect that
an infant, with an arm long enough when
stretched out from the earth to reach the
sun, would die of old age before it could
become conscious, through the transmis-
sion ot the nervous impression from the
hand to the brain, that it had burned its
fingers. In order that the earth, thus
moving round the sun with a chasm of
93.000,000 miles of intervening space
between them, may not be drawn to the
sun by the preponderant attraction of
its 330,000 times larger mass, it bas to
ghoot forward in its path with a momen-
tal velocity 50 times more rapid than
that of the swittest rifle-ball.  But, in
moving through 20 miles of this onward
path, the earth is drawn out of a straight
line by something less than the eighth
part of an inch. This deviation is prop-
erly the source from which the amount
of the solar attraction bas been ascer-
tained. If the earth were suddenly ar-
rested in its onward flight, and its mo-
mentum were in that way destroyed, it
would be drawn to the sun, by the irre-
sistible force of its attraction, in four
months, or in the twenty-seventh part of
the time which a cannon-ball would take

Ventrratise tie Beprooy.— The
waste matter thrown off from the human
body during the night frequently awounts
to two or more pounds. The escaped
material is carbonic acid, and decayed
animal matter or poisonous exalations.
This is diffused through the air in part
and in part absorbed by the bed clothes.
If a single ounce of wool or cotton be
burned in a room, it will so completely
gaturate the air with smoke that one can
hardly breathe, though there can only be
an ounce of foreign matter in the air.
Yet the smoke thus formed is far less
poisonous than the exhalations from the
lungs of the sleeper, for while the dry
smoke is mainly taken into the lungs,
the damp odors from the body are ab-
sorbed 1nto the lungs and into the pores
of the whole body. Need more be said to
show the importance of having bedrooms
well ventiiated, and thoroughly airing
the sheets, coverlets and mattresses in
morning, before packing them up in the
form of a neatly made bed? The house-
wife who prides herself upon having all
her  beds made” immediately after an
early breakfast, is an unwise woman.

Sworps.— One of the most clearly
marked differences between man and the
brute beasts lies in the fact that with his
own unaided strength man is seldom
able to take the life of his fellow beings.
Consequently, when we wish to put our-
selves upon a level with the tiger and
the wolf, and to qualify ourselves for the
ghedding of blood and the taking of life,
we are obliged to find some other weap-
ons than those nature has given us

Here and there may be a man who can
kill another man by the exertion of his
unassisted strength, but it is very sel-
dom indeed that human life is taken by
human beings without the use of an arti-
ficial weapon.

The first weapon used by man was
probably a club; and it is also likely

that in time this was made of very hard

wood, and somewhat sharpened on one
or more sides, so as to inflict a more
deadly wound. Wooden weapons of
this kind are now in use by some savage
races. Then it was found that more
effective weapons of the sort could be
made of a harder substance, and short,
unwieldy swords were hewn out of
stone, very much as our Indians made
their arrow heads of flint. But a sword

of this kind, althoug a terrible weapon in

the hands of a strong man, was brittle
and apt to break ; and so, in tiwe, when

the use and value of metals came to be
understood, swords wera made of these
substances. The early Romans, and

gome other nations, had strong, heavy
swords made of bronze. But whea iron
and steel came into use, it was quickly

perceived that they were the metzls of
which offsnsive weapons should be made.

By a careful study of the form and use
of the sword, from its first invention un-
til the present time, we may get a good

idea of the manner in which, in various
ages, military operations were carried on.

At first men fought at close quarters,

like the beasts they imitated. But as
the arts of warfare began to be improved,

and as civilization and enlightenment
progressed, men seemed anxious to get

rarther and farther away from one an-

other when they fought, and so the sword

gradually became longer and longer, un-
til, in the Middle Ages, a man’s sword

was sometimes as long as himself.

But there is a limit to this sort of
thing, and when the use of projectiles
which would kill at a great distance be-

came geaeral, it was found that a soldier
was seldom near enough to his enemy to
reach bim with his sword ; and at the
present day it is seldom used in actual
warfare except by cavalrymen, and these
frequently depend as much on the fire-
arms they carry as upon their sabres. It
is said that cavalry charges in which the
swords of the riders are depended upon
to route the enemy, do not frequently
occur in the warfare of the present day :

and those naval battles of which we all
have read, where the opposing ships are
run side by side, and the sailors of one,
cutlass in hand, spring upon the deck of
the other, and engage in a hand to hand
fight, are now seldom heard of. Oar
ion-clad ships fire at one another from a
great distance, or one of them comes
smashing into another with its terrible
steel ram ; and a sword would be a very
useless thing to a modern sailor. Our
armies lie a mile or two apart, and pop
at each other with long-range rifles and
heavy cannon, and to the great body of
the opposing forces swords would be
only an incumbrance.—St. Nicholas for
July.

TarL MEN.—In the Bible it is said
that the height of Goliath, the Philistine
champion, was six cubits and a span.
Josephus reckons the Hebrew cubits to
be equal to two spans (that is, something
less than eighteen inches, or about seven-
teen inches and a half). Oa this esti-
mate, Goliath was nearly nine feet ix
inches bigh. * The tallest man that had
been seen in our days,” says Pliny,
« was one named Gabara, who, in the
days of Claudius, the late emperor, was
brought out of Arabia: he was nine feet
nine inches high.” Josephus says that
« Vitellus sent Darius, the son of Arta-
banus, as hostage to Rome, with divers
presents, among which there was a man
geven cubits, or ten feet two inches high,
a Jew born; he was called a giant by
reason of bis greatness.” Merola, who
succeeded Justus Lipisias as Professor
of History in the University of Leyden,
agserts that in the year 1383 he himself
saw in France a Fleming who exceeded
nine feet in height. ¢ Debrio,” says Cal-
met, ‘aflirms that, in 1572, he saw, at
Rohan, a native of Piedmont, above nine
feet hizh. And again, “1n the year 1719,
near Salisbury, in England, a human
skeleton was found which was nine feet

four inghes long.”

PADDLING CUR (WN CANCE.

Epitors SsN1iNeL~—On 2lst of May iny
friend Barry svd | provided ourselves with &
good birch canos, teat, blankets, camping
" teneils. & breech loading gun, snd provisions
to lact ten or twelve daye, and started on &
canoe trip of 450 miles.

We lJaunched our little bark, which we
nawed ¢ Daisy,” in the head waters of the
Missarchebe or American river, which is
the principsl branch frowm the south of Rainy
river. the inlet of the Lake of Woods.

The day was clear and beautiful, oot &
cloud discernable in the eky, but the water
seing so low it was with difficulty we pavi-
gated our craft throogh the numerous chan-
neld sud windings of the stream.

' wo hours paddling brought us to a emall
graesy lake, which in the summer time must
present the sppearance of & vast meadow ;
for this is one of the muny lakes in which the
{ndiana in this vieinity gather their wild rice,
the stalks of which grow about eight or ten
feet high. The heads extending from ooe to
two feet ahove the water.

The 1ndisn, in gathering the rico uses bis
cance, and by bending the heads over the
edge of bis boat, and striking them a few
smart blows with a stick, soon bas his canve
filed. Thbe rice then is scorched, which
cautes the outside buek to drop off, after
which the grain ie put into pits lined with
bireh batk, for future use, ’Iis said it will
keep for y'eurs.

Patridges on the bank were numerous ; we
secured all wo eould meke vee of.

Indian wigy'ems or teepees B8 they are
called, were freq \eutly eeen, but no Iudiane;
the emall pox havi,\g driven them out during
the winter. -
After running about Of) miies we camped
for the night. Our bill ot farc was excellent.
Moose steak, broiled jwtridge, bread, hot
buns, coffee, sugar, butter snd pickles. After
an hour's chat we turned 1.1 #ad slept sound-
ly, for we had as good a bed @9 man ever re.
posed o, made by placing fir boughs on
spring poler, an invention of ou T OWS, s0d on
which we wre thinking of taki Mg 8 jatent,
We rose tophit and early, and afte.” P‘"_‘h"l
of u benrty break(est and placing a ag in the
bow of * Daisy,” we eet sail; the stream
being quite large, numerous branches rnoing
iu on noth eides.

We paseed a pleasant day shooting gameé
and catching simail fish, and at night camped
on a bigh bjufl, commanding a magoificent
view. Here we saw two of those much talk-
ed of [ndian mounds, constructed probsblz
by lodiane of the prehistoric age. I shoul
like to have stopped several days and made
excavations, What a Jeeson they teach ue.
Man is soon forgotten, but his works remain
throogh all time.

Next day we passed many curious InJian
signs placed on trees, for commuuication be-
tween lndiave, similar to the Egyptian Hyro-
glypbies.  We sailed through several
lakes ; ducks, gecse, and partridges were
pumerous, At ncon we came to the Falls,
cooked our dinner, 1nd was getting ready to
leave, when we observed some black objects
in the rapide at the foot of the falls, bobbing
ap and down in the water, and upon a closer
ohservation they proved to be the tails of
sturgeon, which were fryiog to stem the
swift current and get above the falls, It was
useless ; none succeeded. Having no spear,
we were at a loss how to eatch them. Many
plane were proposed, bus none seemed feasi-
ble. At last we thought of a stont wire used
as & handle to the frying pan. This we bent
in the shape of a hook, fustened it to a_pole
and sharpened the end2 on a stone. With
this llarry stations himeelf on a rock mear
the shore, and watching his cpportunity, suo-
ceseed in hooking ove big fellow to the ehore.
He flyunced fearfully, but by both jumping
on him and catching bold of his fine, we sue-
ceeced in larding bim safely. In this man-
ner we caught three. Far greater sport, I
assure my readers, than eatching fish with
spear or hook and line. Now, sturgeon wae
added to our bill of fare, and by boiling and
then frying in lard or butter, was most ex-
cellent,

I doubt if my N. B. friends spent 24th
May more plessantly than weo did; afier
cutting our names and date on & rock, we
embarked and camped five miles below on
an island. [lere were the ruins of an Indian
village. We picked up many relics, among
which wzs a buman ekull.

Trophies of the day’s adventures, two
ducks, two partridges, three sturgeons, an
owl, Indian relies, and & fine blue crane,
whieb | placcd in the bow of our boat, as &
figure head.

Next day we had the rarcst sport ever en-
joyed by eportsmen. ‘Ibis is a fishy fish
story, but nevertheless a true one, for 1 vouch
for the accuracy of it. About 10 o'clock a.
m., we came to another large branch, up
which we paddled for bali a mile and came
to a swift rapids. Ilere we saw sturgeons
in great numbers, How were we to get them ?
for we had left our hook bebind. At last we
thought of & plan, which at the time seemed .
to be a most unresecnable cre.  We took a
leathern strap which we bad with us, made
a elip noose cn one end, and by wading out
into the swift current, where the water was
about two feet deep, placed u band carefall
under a stugeon's tail, (he was behind ar

and did not move for the current would have
taken him back) ectually succeeded in slip-
ing tbe noose over his tail, and, lo ! behold
we had Mr. Sturgeon. Remember asturgeon’s
tail is quite different from otbher fiish; and
now commenced the tug of war, Talk about
landing & 20 1b. salmon with a book and line,
nothing compared to tyiog a rope to their
tails, and what with jerking, pulling, falling
down, we succeeded in lacding bim, He
measured six feot eight inches in length.
Io this mapper we caught six, paseiog &
small cord in their wouths and out at the gills,
we placed them all abreast and actually tow-
ed them to the mouth of the river. They
could not do much damage by flouncing,
being 80 close to gether, but Fowetimes they
would twirl our boat completely around.
This is a fish story, but a really true one.
We soon arrived at the mouth of the river
and camped on the bank of the beautiful
Rainy River, which connects Rainy Lake
with the Lake of Woods, is 90 miles long
and as large as the St John between Wood-
stock and Fredericton. Finer land [ pever
saw than along the Missarchebe or American
and Rainy rivers, that along the American
being in places guite low and level, with ex-
tensive bottoms or intervals, which overflow
in the spring ; nearly all being w7ie or less
wooded with a small growth of timber, with
many parks here and there covered and afew
scattered trees, through which a coach and
four coald easily be driven.
