Tue Sassati 1n Evrore.—Minister
Maybach of Germany, bas drawn up sev-
eral regulations, designed to secure rest
on the Sabbath for railway officials, which,
if faithfully executed, will produce bene-
ficial resuits.

The French
Ministers of the Post-office and Tele-
graph department have made inquiries
whether a law cannot be enacted giving
rest to all their officials on every alternate
Lord's day. The French paper-makers
are more and more observing the Sabbath.
The great Paris-Lyons-Mediterranean
Railway Company has granted rest on
every alternate Sunday to their servants
at all stations. In Switzerland the Jure
Berno-Lucerne Railway Company has
done the same, and the radical Canton
Appenzell has prohibited public danc-
ings on Saturday evenings and on the
Sabbath. A econsiderable number of
merchants there have begun to close
their shops all day Sunday. In Austria,
the Minister of Worship and Instruc-
tion, has issued a decree forbidding all
public work on the Holy-days, and Count
Choriosky of Salzberg has issued a simi-
lar order to all workmen under his con-
trol. Ounly work of necessity is to be al-
lowed, and that only after md-day.—
Christian Intelligencer,

TerrisLe Storu IN Scorrano —There bas
not been 80 severe a frost and snow storm in
Scotland since 1794 as that which has been
recently experienced there. In that storm of
pearly a century ago the mortality was great ;
seventeen shepherds perished, thirty were
carried home inseneible, and one farmer alone
lost upwards of 1000 sheep, while many
otbers lost whole #6cks. The mortality csu-
sed by the recent storm happily has not been
very great, but it has nevertheless been seve-
rely felt by many. Soow commenced to fall
about the 7th ult,, and soon was three feet
deep on the Cheviots, the Lammermoors, and
other lofty bills. 1t subsequently thawed a
little, but & keen and persistent frost set io,
80 that the snowssettled down at two feet
deep with so hard a frozen . crust that cattle,
sheep, ground game, and fowls found it im-
possible to get at their natural food. Allthe
flocks had to be fed with bay, and in several
instances the farmers had g0 muach difficulty
in providing it that the sheep were from
three to four days without food. I'bere was
tremendous havoc amoong the birds. Par-
tridges took to the meighborbood of towns,
and were slaughtered in large numbers.
Black game left the hills, and came down to
the low ground to pick up with the small
birde whatever could be obtained. Many
birds were found dead under treesand hedges,
both from cold and want. A few cases are
reported of people having been caught in and
overpowered by the storm, and perished—
one within a hundred yards of her own door,
Thie lasted eight daye, during which time
locomotion was greatly impeded, and many
industries greatly imperilled. Then a rapid
thaw set in, accompanied by u heavy and
continuous rain, and created serious floode in
many localities.

until very recently clung to the old custom
of serving grog. The seamen on the Cunard
steamers were permitted to have one glaes of
glo: each day while at sea, and two glasses
esch day while in port. A sbort time ago,
however, the Cburch of Eogland Temper-
ance Society prevailed upon the Directors of
the Cunard Company to issue orders discon-
tiouing the serving of grog oo their steamers,
Capt. Rigby, of the Guion Line steamer
‘ Wisoonsin,” eaid to a 7imes reporter:
*“The Cunard Line bas been the only line
that I koow of that has served grog to its
ecamen during the past few years. Its re-
oent probibitery action places all of the large
oocean steamehip lives in the same category.”
