HORRIBLE TRAGEDY AT MILWAU-
KEE.
(VER SIXTY LIVES SUPPOSED TO BE LOET.
Mivwauvkeg, Wis., Jan. 10.—This morn-
ing at 3 47 o'clock an alarm of fire was turn-
ed in from bex 439, corner ot Vleit and
Eighteenth streets. About half an hour later
ihe two ominous strckes of a telephove alarm
calicd the rest of the department rotergaged
at the Vieit street fire up again, and, three
minutes later, an alarm from bex 15, corner
of Michigan street and Broadway, raug out.
@hiel Lippert burried from E ghteenth street
to the scene and sent out 2 second alarm.
Four mioutes later the whole depirtment
was called to the scene, leaving the chemical
engine to battle with the blaze in the remcte
part of the city. The operators in the traio-
despatcher’s office of the Chicrgo, Milwankee
& St. Paul Railway, in the Mitcbell building,
had seen from their quarters a light smoke
emerging from the attics of tbe Newhall
House. It was scareely ncticed until the
general alarm was turned in, when they saw
to their horror, that almost the entire south
front of the Newhall House was one sea of
flames. There were then bat few people on
the scene. In a moment every window of
the large six-story hotel structure was filled
with struggling guests, frantically and pit-
eously bosecching the few below for aid,
which it was impossible to render. Bus few
of the unfortunate inmates gaiced tbe frong
entrance on Michigan strees, although many
might have teen saved if some immediate at-
tempt at systematic rescue had been made.
The balls of the botel were the scene of the
wildest confusion, Men, women and chil-
dren rushed vp and. down the Lalls in the
dease, suffyoiting emoke, avoidiog the blind-
ing flimes and rosring blaze, end, in their
frantic cfforts, rushing by the stairways and
windows leading to the fire escapes, stum-
bling over bodies lying uwneorscicus on car-
peted wzlks, only to join soon the many pros-
trated forms whom & kind fate bad touched
with unconsciousness. The fire staried, ap-
parently, ou the third floor of the doomed
building, over the side entrance, on Michi-
gan street, and, before the department got
the sreamers fairly into position, flimes en-
veloped the whole southeast corner of the
building, the fiery clement licking its way
greedily and with lightoing rapidity toward
the porthern wing. Every window in the
huge building wae now lined with shrieking
bumanity. The maltitode, which by this
time had swelled to thousands, stocd in per-
fect awe, but few baving selt possession and
resolution encugh to lend a helping band oo
the canvas stretcbed out to receive those of
the deepsirivg inmates of the burning pyre
who risked a leep down to the etove sidewalk
100 feet below. At first there were only 8
half-dozen men strctching the heavy canvas,
which required fally 30 stroog men to han-
dle suceessiully. A poor fellow stood on the
cornice of the fifth story corner window for
20 long minutes, not daring to attempt the
fearfal leap. Fipslly be became bewildered
or dumfounded by emoke, and slid off his
perch to the canvae below. The few who
heid it could not give it thc necessary reist-
auce, and Le fell unbindered by the caovas,
with a erash which sent & sbudder through
every witness, Hundreds of people werc aim-
lessly looking on while his body was allowed
to bo thus mutilated, for Jack of sufficient as-
gistance. Nobody responded to the demande
of the offizers for aid. Everybcdy eecmed to
be spell-bound. 4
A man and a woman appeared at a window
of the third story. They were recognized as
Allen Johnson and his wife. A canves was
stretched below the windowe of their apart-
ment, and a thousand voices called, beseech
ing them to jump. Mr. Jobuscen kissed his
wife, lcaped nto the air and shot downward
into the canvas, but hie weight pulled tbe
canvas out of the hands of the few who held
@, aod he alightced on the ground with death-
ly force. Mis wife followed. Her body
struck the veranda, and fell to the grourd
lifeless. Mr. Allen died shortly after in the
express cflice, and his dead body was Jain be
side that of hls wife until they were borne
away. About a dozen jomyped from the
Michigan street front. Each leap meant
death or shattered limbs, and Dot 1ees than
four unfortunates at one time lay upoa the
sidewalk in front of the chamber of com-
merce, clad ouly in pight shirts, and blocd
oozing from wounds through which the bones
proiruded. Scme were carried to the express
office, others to the Mitchell bailding, where
cots had been hastily arranged, and from
there they were carried Cff to private houses
of kind-bearted people. The scene iu the al-
ley west of the burning building was sicken-
ing. As early as 0 o'clock the bodies of
esven unfortanate waiter girls were stretched
upon the snow and ice, with broken limbs,
writhing in agong until death ended their
sufferings. After almost euperhuman efforts,
jadders were stretched from the roof of the
bank buildingz across the alley to the sixth
story of the hotel, and the brave ficemen car-
ried 10 girle acrose the frail bridge, four of
them dead. The maze of telegraph wire en-
cireling the building played ead havoe with
the unfortunates who made the frightiul leap
for life. Several of the bodies were cat deeply
by the wires, ar Len the torn and blc_edwg
forms dropped to'€ae ground. Oc:hers bit the
wires croeswise, rehounded and were huarled
to the ground with a dreadful crasb, To the
poor unforiarate waiter girle, all lodged in
the eixth story and attic, the saddest fate bhad
fallen. Of the 60 yourg girls, only 11 were
heard from alive this evening. It is feared
that the estimate of 60 lives lost, formed this
morning, is far too low, and that fully double
that number were burped or gmothered to
death in the blazing pyre. The police patrol
soon commenced their work of gathering the
dead and woundeg. The former were taken
to the morgue, vgg-ch was 8oon ﬁ!l_cd, and the
latter to the Ccrrol police stauion, ‘wbere
they were cared for by physicians.  From 5
o'clock the interior of the building wae one
mass of flames, the upper floor soon giving
away and carrying the lower floors with
them. A thundering crash was heard for
blocks, and then the fire shot up fully 50 feet,
sending 2 of sparks and cinders cver
the wholo northern portion of the city, car-
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fectionery, ete.
