Tar PrExix Park Pror.— London, Feb.
3.—~A desputch from Dublin ¢avs it i< be-
lieved that the Governmept has acce pted the
evidenoe of the men ergaged in the Phenix
Park plot. The ranger of the Park has re-
signed bis position, He is und-r p- lice pro-
tection. Ie is not cure that he cxn ide ntify
more than two of the prisoners, . There was
a hitch in the signalﬁ along the prrk st
the time of the murdér, ceused by one of the
men appointed to signal neglicting t) warve
his handkerchief. It is believed that this
man has sicce been killed because of suppos-
ed treachery. It is stated that the police
discovered and frustrated a plot to murder
Judge O'Bri¢n last Sunday.

DuBLiN, Feb, 3. —Great ¢xcitement was
visible amorg the cccupante of the densely
crowded court room when the ¢ight prison-
era wern placed in tke dock.

J. C. Carey, a me of the Corpora-
tion ; J)seph Brady, #phe cutter ; Edward
O'Brien, a shoemakerywsidward McCsffery,
# vap driver ; Peter Carey, o mason ; Law-
rence llanlon, a carpenter; Petec Doyle, o
cosch-builder, and Timothy Kelly, a conch-
builder—e¢ight of the men rec:ntly arrested
here—wera charged at the inves igation, to-
day, with the wurder of Lord Frederick
Cavindish and Mr. Burke in Proenia Park,
The reading of the charge was greeted by
the prisoners, with a buest of loud laughter,
which created a painful sensstion in the
court.

M. Fitz-immons ceposed that he r«nted
n room from James Carey. Ie discverd
in the loft of ths house two knives #»nia
rifis, which w.re produced soon after Carey’s
arrest,

The witucss Fi'zsimmone continued his
testimony as foliowe:—The rifle and two
koives were found among 8 Jot of rubbish;
they were not wuch eoncealed. A fortnight
afierward he went to the police and deliver-
ed the knives and rifle to them. Amid ic-
tenge excitement Inspector Swith produced
the two long bladed dissecting kuives, evi-
dently as sharp 1s rezore, and a Snider rifle
which i« quite new. The knives were cag-
erly examined by the magistratee. While
this was precveding there wes a shude of un-
easiness visible among the prisoners, In #up-
port of evidence against Carey, Doctor Por-
ter, the surgeon to the Queen, deposed that
the cu’s in the clothes and wounds in Lord
Freder'ck Cavendish and Mr. Burke were
inflicted by irstruments ¢imilar to those pro-
duced in court.

The witness Iitz<immons deposed that
James Carey sometimes visited the loft
where the knives were founk. A chairmak-
er, named Hande, identified O’Brien as one
of four men who were lying near to the
sccns of the murder, and Brady as being
close by shortly before it was perpetrated.—
Dr. Myles deposed that some of the wounds
of Cavendish and of Burke corresponded ex-
actly to the knives produced.

Dusrin, Feb, 4,—-At the ¢xamination of
the alleged Pheenix Park assascive on Sat-
urday, George Golden, an old Park raoger,
deposed that at 7.20 o'clock on the pight of
the Gih of May, a car with five men driving
furiously pessed within ten feet of him at
Chapel Izod gate, and he identified Biudy ae
eitting on the eide. This was felt to be
strong evidenc’. Powell, son of a emall
farmer, identified Brady and McCeffery as
lurking under trees of the Park on the even-
ing of the murder. Powell further d:posed
that after passiog the men he met Mr. Burke
d:iving on the main road in a car.

The Halifax Banking Company has an
sgency in the town of Lupcenburg. On
Tueeday last the cashier of tbe bank had oc-
casion to transmit to the agency the sum of
five thousani dollars. The money was in
bank notes in two parcels of §2,500 each,
These parcels were carefully made up, sealed,
stamped, addreeeed to the Lunnenburgsgent,
and given to a clerk to be registered at the
Post Office. On Wednesday nizht the bank
received a telegram from the Lunnenburg
ageut statiog that the two parcels had arriv-
ed, but that there waes no money. Instead of
§5,000 the agent had received a Jot of waste
paper. Thisnformation, it may be imagined,
created a sensation in the circles directly
concerned. The cashier late on Wednesda
pight reported theaffair to Postmaster Black-
adar, and a little later Post Office Inspector
Macdonald wase notified. After a careful ¢n-
quiry these gentlemen came to the conclu-
gion that the robbery had not been commit-
ted in the Post Office, but that the money
bad been stolen by scmebody in cobnection
with tke bank ard bogus packages handed

~ to the registration clerk. Attention having

thus been concentrated on the bank (fficials,
suspicion at once rested upon a8 yecung man
nsmed Guy, who bad been entrusted with
the duty of taking the packsges to the Post
Office. A warrant to search the house in
Dartmouth was issued yesterday afterncon,
and while an cficer proceeded to execute it,
snother went to the bank and arrested Guy.
Findiog himeelf in the hands of the police,
Guy at once coufeesed his guilt snd teold
where the money was to be found—in a gun
case in his house. This proved correct, and
the whole sum was recovered. Guv was
taken to the Polica station.— Hal/fax Chroni-
cle.

Those per-
sons, the critics say, who speak and write the
English language correctly have acquired the
habit from reading well-written books and
from hearing good speakers, and not from the
lessons they have learned by rote in schocl.
They assert that school children do not speak
grammatically, and that very few grown-up
persons who have had no otber literary edu-
cation than that which they received in
school either spesk or write with even toler-
able correctness. This opposition to the or-
dinary mode of teaching grammar in schools
has not stopped at hostile criticiem. A mo-
tion was made a few days ago at the New
York Board of Education by Commissioner
Wood to exclude text books on grammar
