A Montrear Witness of last week, refer
ring to the state of trade, and commenting on
the rather alarming number of failures that
are occurring, and the imminent prospect of
a more serious depression coming sjoner oOr
later, says : —

It is now a year sioce clear-sighted bank-
ers and financial men sounded the note of
alarm. This warning has been justified al-
ready, and these same men are now more
than ever insisting upon the neceesity for a
cautious and cooservative policy. In the
wholesale dry goods trade business has been
quiet. During the last few daysa number of
orders which bave been held over bave beenm
executed and shipped, while many have been
beld over further, A few buyers of fancy
goods are now in the city attending the
spring opening of the millinery and fancy
goods houses, but vot nearly so many as at-
tended last year, A great deal of caution
will, it is generally reported, be observed in
the expanding of bueiness in every direction
at present. Remittances are much com-
plained of ; there is in some instances much
reticence about giviog decisive information
on this subject. There can be little doubt,
however, that smalier amounts of paper ma-
tured in the begioning of March this year
than ever belore, owing to a change in the
sredit system, especially with regard to Ca-
nadian goods. This paper was not met, how-
ever, satisfactorily and a good deal of appre-
bension is felt about the paper which matures
about the middle of this mouth, as well ae
that which matures in April.

Everything indicates, in this connection,
that prudence on the part of traders is wis-
dom, and that the safe course to pursue is
that of economy on the part of buyers and
sellers. ;

An article on * Strategy” in the current
number of the Deutsche Rundschau, by Baron
Von der Goltz, containse eome interesting
speculations ou the next European war. The
furces engaged in such a war would, he eays,
be far greater even than those which were
brought into the field in 187Y. A single
army of five corps occupies eight Eoglish
miles on the battle field. Buat the entire
foree of a great European state now cousists
of four or five such armies ; and the disasters
conecquent on the ollision of two or more
such states would naturaily be in propor-
tion to their strength—especially as, thanks
to the development of the feeling of nation-
ality, wars will in the future be fought not
from policy but from national hostility.
Armies will assume the character of great
popular migrations, and will be numbered
not by hundreds of thousands but by millions
of armed men. This will diminish their mo-
bility. Germay will not again find an open
country with excellent roads, and, however
excellent her commanders may be, she will
not have the chance again of advaneing into
an enemy’s country with such rapidity and
success, The characteristics of the wars of
the future will be a slow advance, a eonstant
brioging up of reserves and defeat caused
onl{ by complete exhaustion; flank attacke
will be made by armies instead of, as in 1880,
by brigadee or divisions, and the district ueed
as & battle field will be entirely devastated.
The feeling of nationality will also make it
much more difficult to end a war than former-
ly. Austria would not venture to take back
Lombardy and Venice, even if her victorious
armies should penetrate to Naples, and Ger-
many would not bave been able in 1870 to
annex Burgundy and Champagoe, although
they were at her mercy.— St. James Gazelle.
