The demand is, new avocations 
for women ; that the many women who 
labor for the actual and ideal foods of 
life may have pleasant and eftective ways 
of earning them. Woman now growing 
toward the natural stature of womanhood 
looks into the world already manned to 
find where she should go. She peers 
into the deep mine, and it seems like the 
realization of a dream to go down into 
its darkness. She watches the shipbuild- 
er and the guarryman, and feels that her 
might is ‘not that which can move the 
keel or build the temple. She visits 
huge furnaces glowing with the molten 
material of the instruments by which 
man conquers earth. She walks into 
the machine shop, where the noisy con- 
fusion of a hundred greasy pulleys and 
fearful wheels—the grime, the din, the 
force—make her gather up her skirts 
and stand aghast. Nor is she impelled 
to control the engines that speed over 
land and water, girding the earth with a 
living band of travellers. But the field 
of horticulture is full of attraction for 
women. Most of us bave cultivated 
flowers for Jonger or shorter periods, 
sometimes achieving briiliant success 
with specialties. Most of this work has 
been done by non-professional laborers, 
attracted by love to this pursuit and pos- 
sessing the means and leisure to gratify 
their taste, Therefore, the question is 
not, Can women plot and perfect a gar- 
den, viceyards or orchard ? but, Shall 
she do it as a profession; do for money 
that which love has heretofore prompted ? 

It is true that many men are success- 
ful growers of plants while ignorant of 
botany, but the completness of theory 

combined with practice will be more in 

aecord with the roundness and fullness 
of woman's natare.

How Tacks are Mape —Theiron is 
received from the rolling mills in sheets 

from three feet to nine feet in length, the 

thickness varying. according to the kind 
of work into which it is ta be made, from 

one-eighth to one-thirty-second of an 

inch. These sheets are all cut in thirty- 

inch pieces, and by immersion in acid 

cleaned of the bird outside flinty scale. 
They are then chopped into strips of a 
width corresponding to the length of the 

nail or tack required. Supposing the tack 

to be cut is an eight-ounce carpet tack, 

the strip of iron, ag ghopped and ready 

for the machine, would be about eleven- 

gixteenths of an inch wide and thirty 

inches long. This piece is placed firmly 

in the feeding apparatus, and by this ar- 

rangement carried between the knifes of 

the machine. At each revolution of the 

balance wheel the knives gut off a small 

piece from the end of this plate, The 

niece cut off is pointed at one end, and 
square for forming the head at the other. 

It is then carried between two dies by 
the action of the knives, and these dieg 

coming together form tha body of the 
tack ynder the head. Eaough of the 
iron projects beyond the face of the dies 
to form the head, and while held firmly 
by them, a lever strikes this projecting 
piece intq § round head. This, as we 

have said before, is all done during one 

revolution of the wheel and the knives, 

as soon as the tack drops from the ma- 
chine, are ready to cut oft another piece. 
These machineg age run at the rate of 
about 230 revolutions per minute. The 
shoe-nail machines, for cutting headless 
shoe-nails, are run about 500 revolutions 
per minute, and cut from three to five 
nails at each revolution.
