It was, however, on the 5th ‘day of
August, 1583, eighty-six vears afier Ca-
bot’s discovery, that, no attempt having
been made to colonizs Newfoundland or
any of the neighboring lands—four ling-
lish war-ships being in the harbor of St.
John's and thirty-six fishing vessels of
all nations at the same time—3Sir Hum-
phrey Gilbert read a royul patent on
shore amidst a goodly company of cofficers
and others who had assembled there,
authorizing him to take possession of
Newfoundland on behalf of Queen Eliza-
beth, and exercise his jurisdiction over it
and all other possessions of the Crown
in the same quarter. This grant gave
Sir Humpbrey Gilbert jurisdiction over
two hundred leagues in every direction,
so that the limits included Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick, part of Labrador, a8
well as the islands of Newfoundiand,
Cape Breton and Prince Edward Island.
The brave Devonshire knight, Sir
Humphrey, was the first settler in New-
foundland, and had come hither on that
August day, with some two hnndred acd
fifty followers from his native county,
with the view of making the western
wilderness a home for Englishmen.

We have here under another form
set before us the same rebellious spirit, a
spirit refusing to subwit itself unreserv-
edly to the will of God, as in the history
of the war against Amalsk. Lhat on
this occasion Saul “sought counsel of one
that had a familiar spirit,” is expressly
noticed in 1st Chron. X., 23, a8, no less
than his former transgression, one of the
grounds of the judgment that came upon
him. No apology can be found for such
a sin on his part. It was certainly not
done in ignorance. He had already
given expression to his sense of the im-
piety 1nvolved in the heathen practice of
divination, by proscribing it, on pain of
death, throughout his dominions. Yet
even here we have evidence of the incon-
sistencies and repugnancies of his char-
acter. The higher nature and purer
principles of the man were not extinct
even ic this supreme moment of his
apostacy. He betook himself to unlaw-
ful means, but the end which he bad in
view was one which implied a latent
conviction that it was in God alone that
help could for him be found. In his ex-
tremity he sought counsel, if through, not
rom evil spirits or from the gods of the
heathen, but from one whom he had long
known as a faithful prophet of Jehovah.
When Samuel interrogated him, he said
that his grief was only God's desertion
of him—* God is departed from me, and
answereth me no more, neither by dreams
nor by prophets.’ And the final answer,
when it came, bearing the tidings of his
own ruin and the overthrow of his house,
thotgh delivered in the name of God,
was at once accepted as of irresistible
authority. *Saul madg haste, and fell
with the fullness of his stature [ margin ]
on the earth, because of the words cf
Samuel, and there was no strength in

“ When we reachel Anjor what a sight
met our eyes! Anjer all gone ; not one liv-
ing sou! left ; the land on both sides white
as snow, covered with ashes ; treesall dead—
a fearful sight. We were ordered to sto
and beave to by a Dutch man-of-war.
small boat came to us and kindly took our
Jetters. For two days after passing Anjor
we plougbed through maeses of dead bodies,
hundreds and hundreds striking the ship on
both sides ; groups of fifty to a hundred all
packed togetber, most ot them naked, and
such an odor ! It was awiul! :

« We paseed a great deal of wrackage, but
of course we caonos tell if any vessels were
lost. We also passed bedding, chests and a
number of white bodies, all dressed like eail-
ors, with eheath knives cn them. For ten
daye we went through fields of pumice stone.
I bave a quantity of it on board, We had a
p'easant passage arsund the Cape of Good
lope; no gales ; in fact not wind enovgh,
I hope you will see ue home the first week in
December.”

There is one very plain duty waiting
for girls who are approaching woman-
hood, which is, I fear, too frequently
forgotten. It is that of sympsthising
with, and sharing, the burdens and anxie-
ties of ths mother of the family.
