Dear Sir,— I thought some of your many 
readers would be interested in reading the 

description of this vast prairie country, as 

geen by me in passing over it from Perbam 
to this town. March 25°h | started from 

Perham in company with Mr, Shephard 
Murpby, a young man from Perth, Victoria 

County, with two tour-horse teams, to make 

our way to a farm near this town, owned by 
Hon. A. McCrea. Our first day we paesed 

over a vast prairie, settled by foreigners, re- 

presenting all natiopalities, largely engaged 

in wheat growing. Judging by the remains 

of straw stacks, farmers in this country bave 

no use for barns, the threshing being all done 

in the fall; all that is required is to bave 

good teams to haul the graia to the elevators, 

iaving reached a town on the line of the N. 

P. Railroad, we laid up for the night, All 

being made secure, we betake ourselves to 
rest to dream pleasant dreams of our home 
and friends in N. B. 
The morning dawns bright and cheerful, 

Now for an early start over tome rough tim- 

ber country, all oak and elm, nothing of the 
birch or maple of the East, but such quanti- 
ties of cord wood as I saw for a distance of ten 

wiles, to be sent to Dakota by rail, was as- 

tonishing, but Dakota is a cold place and 
furnishes no wood for itself. We next cross 
more prairie and small lakes to reach a town 
called L:ke Park, a beautiful town on the 
edge of a lake, well shaded with timber and 
several very nice farm-houses in sight of the 
new hotel windows, in which we secure lodg- 

ing for the night. We are astir betimes in 
the morning, for we to-day leave all traces 
of timber behind us, We are travelling di- 
reotly West, over a dead level prairie, with- 
out a stream, bridge, fence or road ; we only 
follow what is called section lines if we can ; 
if not, we go where we please—all is alike. 
The snow is nearly all gone, the lakes and 

marshes all frozen, and you can travel any 
direction you please with perfect safety, only 
be sure you traval the right direction. This 
is a vast wheat field, all under cultivation, 
We next come to a village named Holly, sit- 

uated on the line of the N. P, Railroad, with 
a very large elevator for storing wheat, 
After a short rest we start for Glinden, 
where we arrive in the evening. Here is 
where the 8. P. & Minneapolis & Manitoba 
Railroad crosses the Northern Pacific. It ie 
a fine town with more large elevators, with 
two first-class hotels, with others of less pre- 

tensions, We here remain for the night, 
after a tedious day's travel, with every in- 
clination fer rest. as only the weary know 
how to enjoy. Morning again, bright and 
fair, we start for Moorhead, a distance of 
ten miles; the country is, if anything, lev- 

eller here than what we have seen, We can 

gee the city of Moorhead on the plain the 
whole distance. We arrive here at noon 
and find a city of ten thousand inhabitants, 
sitoated on the bank of Red River, with sev- 

eral first-clsss hotels, lour mills, elevators 
and car works. The city is lighted with 
electricity, and has, water works, steam- 
boat connection with Winnipeg and all towns 
and cities along Red River for a thousand 
miles north and footh. Here the N. P. 
Railroad crosses into Dakota, Fargo being on 
the weet side of Red River from Moorhead. 

Now, as the fourth and last day is drawing 
to a close we must get to our destination on 

the farm, four miles away to the south, 
where we arrive in good time. llere are all 
the conveniences of a well arranged farm ; 
good house and stables, under the judicious 
management of Mr. William Oaugher, be 
the way, one of the rons of N. B., and a good 
fellow. [ere we will remein for the present 
and prepare for seeding when the proper 
time arrives, fay about the fifteenth of April.
