29.—Details of the volcanic
eruption in Java state that on the northeast
corner of tbe island the waves rushed up on
the shore to an unprecedented height. When
daylight came it wae seen an enormous tract
of jand bad disappeared, c(xtending from
Point Capachin on the south to Negery Pef-
socrang on the north, and west to Jow water
point, covering an extent of territory of about
9) miles fqnare. In this were situated the
villages of Negery and Negery Babawanga.
None of the people inhabiting these pla-ecs,
or of natives seattered sparcely through the
forests aad plains escaped death  This sec:
tion of the island was not so deasely populat-
ed as other portione, end the loss of life is
comparatively small, although it mustagare-
gate [ully fifteen thousand souls. The entire
Kandang range of mountains, extending
along the coast in a s2mi circle for about G5
miles, has gone out of sight. The waters of
Welcome Bay, Sunda Straits, and Pepper
Bay, on the west, and of Iodian Ocean on
the south, hiad rushed in and formed a sea of
turbulent waters, Here and there the peak
of a crater was expcsad for a moment by the
receding of the great waves, and occasionally
a puff of brownish gray smoke, or a slight
shower of rocks, showed that the volcanoes
still continued in active subaqueous eruption,
The debris of submerged arvd destroyed build-
ings was tossed hither znd thither on the
water—the only sign left that there had once
been inhabited land there. The town of
Taverang, within twenty-five miles of the
city of Batavia, wae ewept away by a liva
streaw, and fully half the population, mostly
Jap:nese, numbering 18C0, perished. At
Spelwyk, near Point Salcis, red hot rocks set
fire to houses and swept away all the settled
portion of the town.
