General Helos, 

5 = Sikes. — Marwood, MarwooD, 
whose death took place the other day, was 

one of a long line of English hangmen that 

ran back through Calcraft and Cheshire to 

Jack Ketch, the clumsy rufian who execut- 

ed the Duke of Monmouth, and whoee evil 

fame attached his name to the hateful calling. 
These men tock up their odious trade of 
their own choice, most of them lived to be 
old, and all but one died peacefully in their 
beds. This solitary exception was himeelf 
sent to the gallows on a capital conviction, 
to the great gratification of the spectators of 
his exit. Marwood had long bad his eye 

upon the suceession to Caleraft, and, indeed, 
had made careful preparation for the duties 
of the cffice by studying the anatomy of the 

neck and experimenting with falling bodies. 
He bad the reputation of being the most 

scientific hangman ever known in England. 
As the result of his studies and experiments 
he lenthened the rope, so as to give the crimi- 
pal a fall of about nine feet. 1t was his sim 
to execute with as little suffering as possible. 
He insisted that from the moment the crimi- 
nal was given into his hands there should 
not be a moment of avoidable delay. He 
claimed that the chief suffering lay, not in 

the death to be inflicted, but in the anticipa- 

tion of it. So he bad every preparation 
made in advance, and he counted time rather 

by seconds than by minutes in putting on 

the straps and springing the trap. He main- 

tained that when everything went right, 

death given by his method came like a flash 

of lightning and was absolutely unattended 
with pain to the condemned. He said thas 

the culprit seldom moved a finger, and that 

generally there wus not even any quivering 
of the body. Long practice bad made him 

nearly perfect, so that within the last few 
years there have been only two cases, one in 

Ireland and the other quite recently at Dar- 

ham, where any mischance occurred.  Mar- 

wood hanged more than 300 persons. Tim- 
othy Kelly, the Irish Invincible, was the 
300th of the dark list, and since Kelly's exe- 

cution there have been at least a dozen hang- 
ings in the United Kingdom. 

Sexor  CasTELAR ON ATHEISM. —Senor 
Castelar, the well-known Spanish Republican 
leader and Freethinker, has emphasized his 
agrecment with Mr, Gladstone on the subject 
of the sfirmation bill as follows : — Atheism 
cagnot be more repulsive to any one than it 
is to me, in whom she idea of God, engrafted 
by education, bas grown in the same measure 
48 my existence, and has become mature in 
the same measure a8 my intellect. I have 
seen God in all the eplendors of nature and 
have gezed at the over shadowing wings of 
His angels in the resplendent brilliancy of 
the stars; I bave felt God in the purest 
affections of my heart and have loved Him 
with all aspirations to universal charity and 
with sll my compassion for human sufferings ; 
[ bave heard God in the music of the spheres 
and in the harmonies of the orbs; without 
God, I believe myself and species to be like a 
herd of poor animals, mere matter, deceived 
by a diabolical illusion. Without the idea 
of a God we can explain neither the loss of 
an atom in the confines of mortality nor the 
vivifying principle of creation, nor without 
His providence can we comprehend the divine 
laws of the universe and of history. Con- 
mysonily oes holds the schools of athe- 
ism in abomination more than I do, and no- 
body believes in and adores the Supreme and 
divine existence of the absolute and perfect 
Being by whom our body and mind are ani- 
mated, through whom are explained all the 
enigmas of the universe. Yet, although I 
cannot deny that human nature with all its 
limitations and imperfections, has the right 
to pronounce against error, 1 am unable to 

see the efficacy of coercive remedies to pro- 
secute and strangle it. In this, then, I 
believe with the great English minister that 
dogmatic and metaphysical truth cannot be 
enforced by coercive power, and that the 
liberty of thought ought to be respected to 
the utmost verge. 

Sir Leonard Tilley has given the broad out- 
lines of the scheme which has been arranging 
in England of substituting three and a bait 
and four per cent, debentures for the six and 
a balf million pounds sterling of flve per 
cent, ones which fall due at the end of next 
year. This substitution, counting the reduc- 
tion, amounting to about one million pounds 
sterling, provided for by the sinking fund, 
will result in an annual saving in interest of 
about three hundred and twenty five thous- 
and dollars, The present time should preve 
a favorable one fur such schemes. At the 
end of a period of inflation, when a long per- 
iod of contraction is looked for, investment 
turns from general stocks and shares to Gov- 
ernment and such-like securities whose mar- 
ket values are not likely to decline greatly, 
and the return from which is certain if not 
large. A tariff which has yieided a large 
surplus annually over our expenditure hes 
yet not caused any great outery, so that there 
is no apparent evidence that it bas proved 
burdensome. The credit of Canada should 
therefore stand bigh in foreign money mar- 
kets. Debentures are to be issued for the 
Canadian market, but the amount and terms 
of them have not yet been fixed or at least 
published. — Witness.
