A Maine Dovnre Murper.— Inard around

about the quiet town of Liberty, Me., since
Jast Sunday night there has been wild excite-
ment over a caee that is without parallel in
tbat section—the murder of & girl by her
lover and his suicide immediately afterward.
The tragic affair has been brielly report-
ed by telegraph.  The nawes of the parties
were Ella GGireely and Ambrose Daggett, The
Auagusta Journal gives some detaile. The
scene of the ghastly crime wason the Waldo-
boro road about a mile routh of Liberty v.l-
Jage. The owner of the farm is Mr. David
Greely, a well-to-do farmer, about 60 years
of age, who has resided shere for many years,
and his davghter Xila was 17 years of age
Oope of bis men was Ambroze Daggett, about
22 years of age. Daggett had been employed
by the farmer for about four years on the
farm and in a cooper’s shop, making lime
cacks. lle fell in love with her, she giving
him more or less encouragemeent. Last win-
ter he accompanied her to a daneing echool
in the neighborhood. It appears that at
tinges the young lady had rode out and ac.
companied other young men, which had in-
variably cxaeperated Daggett, aud be bad
oftimes threatened Ella’s Iife. On the after-
noon of the murder a young man of her ac-
quaintance appeared at Mr. Greely's with &
team, and, taking Ella, went out to ride in
the direction of Liberty village. Daggett
immediately followed them, going @8 far ae
the village. IHere he stopped and waited
until the couple came back. On their re-
torn he saw them riding beck, and exelaimed
t) & by-stander, ** G—d d—n her, let ber go,
there are plenty more.” Miss Greely arriv-
ed home about 5 o'clock. Daggett returned
soon after, and entering the apartment where
the young lady wae, he sat down on ope eide
of the room. Elia sat in another part of the
room on a lounge. No one else was present
but an old man, Mr, and Mre, Greely being
in snother part of the house. Suddenly
about 6 o’clock, Daggett jumped up from bis
seat, pulled out his revolver, acd, without a
word, rushed toward the young lady. Arriv-
ing at her eide, be placed the muzzle of the
revolver on one side of her neck, just below
the ear, and fired, The bullet passed through
the head of the girl and out near the oppo-
gite cheek bone, Upon this the murderer
ran out of the back door and into the orchard,
lifted the revolver and put a bullet through
his own bead. Ells lived about five minutes
Mr. Greely, hearing the report of the pietol
in the orchard, went out, and fourd Daggett
just breathing his last.
