Crops For 1883, —New York, May 21.—
The Times in a twenty-one column crop re-
port, covering 129 special points in thirty
different States, shows that the wheat crop
will probably exceed that of the average of
the last ton years—354,000,000 bushels—but
will fall below last year's encrmous product
of 502,000,000 bushels. The Central States
will yield from 20 to 25 per cent. lees than
in 1882, against which is offset a great gain
in the North, West acd central Western
tates and Territories. A considerable part
of the falling off of the wheat product is due
to the fact that large Western farmers find
it desirable to tarn their crops into corn and
feed the corn, thus producing cattie which
can be most eaeily handled and at a less
expense.

It says editorially :—** The most notable
and sigoificant feature of the reports is that
ghxy efford a hopeful yiew of general crops
pther than those which ecter most largely
into egports, This is largely due to en in-
creased acreage. 'The hay and oat crops pro-
mise very lerge yields. Upon a careful sur-
vey of the whole field, we believe the infer-
ence is fully justified, that while we ehall
pot have a booming year, which is not to be
regretted, there is a golid baeis for a healthy,
progressive, profitable genersl trade.”’
