TeacHERS OF GRAMMAR.— A scholarly
knowledge of the science of grammar, for
instance, is not specically advantageous
to the teacher whose sole business, as an
instructor in grammer, is to impart to
the young an understandirg knowledge
of first principles. W hat is the object
of grammatical instruction in a common
school ? Certainly to inform the young
that language has eertain laws of con-
struction ; to teach the correct use of
words and proper disposition of senten-
ces ; to prepare the pupil for the higher
departmeuts of training, whose proviace
it is to teach the forms of correctly
worded and composed writing. The ob-
ject of grammatical instruction is cer-
tainly not to inform the pupil that there
is a science of grammar ; in a word, it is
not to teach him grammar, but to teach
him English—to make him intelligent as
far as elementrry grammar can do so.

Who is the best teacher in any given
branch—for example, grammar ? It is

mactical rule stored in his memory. A
teacher may be thoroughly skilled in the
science of grammar, but lack every ped-
agogic ability to impart his information.
In this case he will be a good grammar-
ian but a very poor grammatical instruc-
tor. '

The best teacher of grammar must, in
the first place, know what he is to teach,
why he teaches it, and what is the ob-
ject of teaching it. In the second place,
he must have a good plan of teaching
grammar ; he must know how to teach
it in order that his pupils may leara and
profit by what he knows. lnthe third
place, he must be able to teach it ; he
must have the pedagogic ability to in-
struet his pupils in grammar so that a
knowledge of grammar will be useful to
them.— Cincinnati Commercial Gazette,

The intensity
of the action will depend, of course, mainly
upon the mase and swiftness ot the collidin
bodies; but an easy calculation showe that if
our earth were ever to meet another globe
ll.ko berself, and meeting with the same velo-
oity, heat enough would be generated by the
shock to transtorm them both into a i
ball of vapor; unless, indeed, the central
oore of the earth is much colder and more re-
fraotory than usuelly lnproced. At any rate,
the quantity of heat developed would be suf-
ficient to melt, boil, and completely vapour-
ize & mass of ice fully 700 times that ot both
the colliding worlds — an ice planet 150,000
miles in diameter.

If, however, the impinging masses were,
to begin with, mainly us (as the sun
seems to be). the effect might be curiously
different. Heat would, of course, be gener-
ated, just as in the case of“oolid bodies; but
a8 a consequence, apparently most paradoxi-
cal, the resulting nebula m’ght actually be
cooler than either of the bodies before the en-
oounter ; of course it would be vastly expand-
ed in volume. Just as a gaseous mass con-
tracting under its own gravity from loss of
heat by radiation at its surface, continually
riees in temperature, 80 & similar mass, ex-
pandiog against its own gravity from acoee-
