Sir Charles Tupper, in moving the Hou

ro resolutions resp cting the Canadian 

Pacific Railway, said that the statements 

which be made regarding the Canadian Pa- 

cific Railway bad li atiosd, in 80 far a 

the vigorous manner in which that great en- 

terprise bad been carried on. It now had 

become quite evident that the coustruetion 

of the line would be completed in the fall of 

1885, and the road thrown open for traffic in
 

the spring of 1886. The Pac¢ific Company, 

he said, had ample means to finish the rail
- 

way within the specified time, but it was ip 

the interest of the country that the road 

should be completed within two years. Af- 

ter eulogizing the_dmpany for the erergy 

aod enterprize th ad dieplayed, he pro- 

duced statements submitted by the comp
any 

to show that they had expendtd on the mai
n 

road and branches $8,000,000 over and ab
ove 

what they received from the Governme
nt.— 

The security for the proposed loan was, be 

said, ample, and even if the company failed 

and the government took over the roa
d, they 

would get the entire live at a cost of $103
, 

000,000, which was considerably below the 

ost as estimated by the opposition. Ile said 

the government had expended $3,000,000 in 

securing railways to the Atlantic Ocean, in- 

cluding the South Eastern, and it was their 

interest to secure the shortest possible route 

to the ocean. The "Briti-h Columbia section 

would be completed within the contract time. 

A change had been made in the msthod of 
paying the subsidies, so that the company 

would, in future, draw pay upon the value 

of the work done instead of upin mileage, ag 

heretofore. This was in order to help them 

with the heavy rock work on Lake Superior 

and the Rocky Mouctsin sectivos.
