Ounce more seated
the guests are invited to partake of the
contents of a tray which c¢o.ains plates
of bean jelly, rice cake, and other tooth-
some things. After which comes feuir
and tea, and at last, a toothpick.

Tue Srory of CivpereLra,—The
story of Cinderella has been variously
traced to Italy, France., &Tabia, and
Egypt; but the general tpinion seems to
be that the Eeyptian version, as told by
Strabo and /Elian has the best right to be
cousidered as the original.

A Macniricent Harvesr.—The farmers ia
S uttampton, Manitoba, are in the middle of
‘e barley barvest. The crop is an ex-
ceeding'y heavy one and the grain of the
finest culour by burying the heads in the
siock«, Two-rowed barley is found to be the
best for malting purposes and will be sown
almost exclusively next year, The six-
rowed barley, which has hitherto been much
in vogue, makes capital feed, but does ot
foteh the price of the two-rowed. Mesers.
Howland & Co., of Toronto, have sent word
that if the two-rowed crop is of good colour
they will be prepared to pay from 45 to 50
cents a bushel for it laid down at the rail-
road stations throughout the province. The
highest price paid in past years has not ex-
ceeded 30 cents, so that the farmers this
seagon will make large profits out of this crop
alone. The early-sown wheat in Southera
Manitoba i now turning, and will be ready
for barvesting within a week if the weather
is moderately fine, The yield thronghout
that regicn will be an enormous one, but it
will be the heaviest in the district lying be-
tween the eastern slope of the Pembina
Mountains and the Red River, and from the
Boyne south to the boundary. East of Red
River, in the South Ridge and Green Rid
country, the wheat looks remarkably well.
Between Portage la Prairie and the western
boundary there isan excellent crop. At Bin
Scarth, 80 miles north of Moosomio, the
Scottish Ontario Company’s farm will not
return less than 28 bushels to the acre though
ihe crop was slightly injured by a night’s
frost in the early part of theseason. It issaid
that the finest field of wheat in all the North-
west is one, 200 acres in area, owaed by Mr,
Corbett, of Moose Mountain, the yield being
estimated at 48 bushels to the acre, Many
farmers unfortunately sowed frozen seed and
the yield in such cases will of course be light.
[a the territories, crops of all kinds will be
nnpracedentedly large, The Bell farm pec-
ple will begin wheat cuttiog on Monday or
l'uesday, the average being placed at 35
bushels to the acre. West of that point the
wheat is aleo “ripe. Large crops are re-
ported in the Regina and Moosejaw districte,

; and further west still on the Canada Paocific

farms there will be a wonderful yield of
wheat, barley and oats, a heavy crop of roots,
and by no means a despicable crop of corn.
'he Canadian Pacific authorities have
made excellent arrangements for the market-
ing of the crope. The grain inspector will
have his headquarters at Port Arthur.

The cane ie eupposed to
contain more saccharine master, but the man-
ufactare of beet ruot sugar is conducted with
greater skill and cfficiency, It 19 now possi-
ble to obtain a pure white grainy sugar from
beets without the aid of the refiner, while
the refined product can soarcely be disna-
guished from the cane rugar,

winter and spring 530,000,000 bushels, This
makes a total yield of the country fully 25 ..
000,000 bushels more than ever before pn;-
duced, 130,000,000 more than last year's
crop, and 80,000,000 more than the average
crop for the past five years. The depart-
ments all agree in reporting the quality
superior and when it bas been thrashed they
say the yield has more than met their calcu-
lations. This applies especially to spring
wheat sections—lowa, Dakota, Nebraska,
Mionesota, and Wisconsin, The quality of
spring wheat was never better, Tve spring
wheat harvest has been late, bat the
weather has been most favorable and grain is
being cared for in excellent condition.

With Reference to the item stating that
about six hundred Canadian voyagers will
be ueed in the expedition for the relief of
General Gordon, Lord Melgund publishes an
advertisement calling for good boatmen, who
will be engaged for six months from the lst
of September at from thirty to forty dollars
per month, provided with outfit, free ratiops,
and all expenees paid from and back to place
of engagement.
