The appropriation for 
this year only permits the agent to irsue two 
pounds of beef and three pounds of bad flour per 
week, entirely inadequate to support a well peo- 
p'e. The Govervor reports this unnatural and 
inhuman state of thinge existing and calls upon 
the secretary of the interior to assume the re- 
sponsibility of issuing full rations until Congress 
meets.

food for comment by some recent uitsiances 
on the probable fature of the Dominion. He 

expresses the opinion that while our coosti- 

tution works well, as & rule, certain radical 
changes are needed. lle says, ** the mon- 

archical system of government is unsuited for 

provinces forming part of a federal system, 

1t is eseential to the satisfactory working of 
the system that the representation of the 

orown should be practically independent of 
the Dominion Govercment, which represents 

a politieal party that may be antagonistic to 

the majority in the provincial legislature. 

That is hardly possible under the present 
system, and therefore it would be infinitely 

preferable that the provincial legislatures 
should be on the same footing ne the muni- 

cipalitiee ; that thera ehould be only single 
branches, which should elect the lieutenant 

governors, and, moreover, that their powers 

should be strictly defined by law, and that 

they should be completely independent of tbe 
Dominion government and parliament. If 

they exceeded their powers, the intervention 

of the supreme court should be available to 
apy party claiming it.” Discussing the 

severel propositione—imperial federation 

independence, and annexation to the United 

States—Sir Francis concludes that neither of 
such changes ie desirable nor probable. Of 

the three he regards federation as the least 
practicable ; it would, he argues, increase 

our public burdens while lessening our con- 
trol of our own affairs. 

Independence he regards as a means 

towards anncxation neither of which could 

be accomplished without civil war, He 

thinks as there is no fair ground of com- 

plaint under the existing relations to the 

Empire, the present connection between the 

Dominion and Great Britain is in no danger 

of being dissolved. 
The views.expressed by a gentleman of 

such lerge political experience as Sir Francis 

will be earefully considered and have much 

weight altheugh it is doubtful whether a 

very considerable portion of the people will 

accept his conclugione, 

Tue large gathering of learned men at 

Montreal, who went into session lest week, is 

an important event in many ways. It isan 
association for the discusrion of science in all

OrLEANs.—It appesrs that the main building of 
the New Orleans Exhibition is in some respects 
the largest structure of the kind every put up 
in the world. The architect has succeeded, at 
a moderate cost, in producing the largest single 
room, every pati of whch can be seen from any 
point of which there is any knowledge. The 
building is 1.378 feet leng by 905 feet wide, 
and covers thiviy three scree, or eleven acres 
more than the Philadelphia Centenvial Exposi- 
tion of 1876. There »re 1,656,300 square feet 
of floor space, inciuding the gallery. When 
finished and filled it will present a monster pan- 
orama of the world’s industry, uzinterupted by 
a single okject except the supporta. The active 
commercial rivalry of the different” eections is 
aptly shown by ihe distr tution of contracts for 
the materizla. Tha roof, which will cover a 
milion square ‘est, is being made in Cincinnati 

The window rashes ceme from Milwaukee, W. 
Va. Nine millicn feet of Mississippi lumber 
will be consum=d. A mas-ive group in bronze, 
typical of America, to be placed over tha main 
entrance, is being made at Canton, QO, as are 
also a statue of Washington and Columbus, and 
coat-of-arws of all the States, which will appear 
in medaiiion-form ss a part of the exterior or- 
namentation. Finely modeled cornices sre pe- 
ing made at New Oileane. The building will be 
sixty feet high, with a tower a hundred and

ances in thi: country ‘The wuric hell in the 
centre of ihe building will be three Eundred and 
sixty-four feet wide and will comivitably seat 
eleven thousand perscas, A platform is being 
built for six hundred musicians. To light the 
building with incandercent lempe will require 
fifteen thou-and lights and 1,800-horse power. 
To light with the «re rystem will roquire seven 
handred Imps, aud 700-haise power to operate 
the dynamo. The rota] s'cnm required for 
lighting and for the machinery-hall will be at 
least 3,000-horre power. In this eetimate is in- 
cinded the power for five arc-lights of 39,000- 
candle power each, which will light the grounds. 
Theseare the largest single lamps ever construct- 
ed. The cost of this great structure will be only 
about four hundred thousand dollars, and the 
other buildings will be proportionately inexpen- 
sive.— Popular Science News.

No ease of illoess has occurred 
on the staff ence the commencement of the 
work ; the general state of health is also sat- 
isfactory, and Mrs. Merlin, the lady superin- 
tendent of the whole staff, is of opinion that 
the girls are on an average well satisfied with 
their situation snd fond of the work. 
[tie perbapsa disadvantage that telephonists 

have to talk all day long+; but this very fact 
is gaid t» prevent them from )pdelging in 
disputes and gossip and mukes their work com- 
paratively guiet—1 peint vpon which some eub- 
ecribers to the exchange have been known to 
entertain a different opinion. The aspect of 
a telepbone oitice is curioug enough to an out- 
sider. A number of young girls sitting be- 
fore a cupboard bke ctructure into the aper- 
tures of which they are busily chatting, 
bolding in the meantime an ivetr iment like 
an ear-trumpet to their heads, would appear 
ridiculous encugh were it not well known 
how indespensable the telephone has become

To declinearbitration 
18, in such a case nearly equivalent to an 
acknowledgment that one's cause is not just, 
There is no mistaking the temper of the 
French prees and people. The old 
thirst for glory, for expanmion, for power, 
seems to possess them once more. But if war- 
like operations should be long continued 
it will become a question of great moment 
how far nitions like Eoglaod and Germany 
will permit the lives and property of ber 
subjects to be end ingered, and their valuable 
commerce interrupted, to gratify the ambi- 
tion and eaprices of France. — Boston Journal

sands have bud to he passed through, beds of 
old rivers sparned, lofty whirchouzes and 
waseive buildirga secured while their found- 
ations have hcea under mined, and an in- 
tricate pet of g+s and water pipes sustained 
until supports have been appied to them 
from below. Added to this, the six main 
sewers bad several times to be reconstructed, 
Day and night the work has been carried on 
for eightcen months, and now the engineers 
are able t» antounce that their tunnel is 
complete. The laying of the rails and the 
building of the stations are the only portion 
of the immense work that remain to be 
done, and io a very chert time trains will be 
passing over the whole of this wonderful sub- 
terranean road. -
