Reports from 
other country districes how that the storm 
raged from Vermillion Bay on the east to 
Brandon on the west, but that the severity of 
the storm centered in Winnipeg. A great 
deal of grain was lodged in some localities, 
but in others little or no damsge was done, 
The wind blew at sach a terrific rate as to 
blow street cars off the track in this city, 
Thie is the first big storm in wany years.
