Mr. Ilsy (Woodstock) said that tke report
was & very meagre one, He thought the
committee had taken t0o much on themselves.

Ie contrasted the firet
bailding proposed with the present plane;
the latter is not what the county wants. He
dieapproved altogether of the adoption of the

resent plane. He wished to put on record

eee,

M. Stickney defended himsell in changing
hie mind. He knew little about brick build-
ings, but when he consulted those who knew
ke beld a different opinion in regard to the
ocst of the new building. He thought this
building would reffect credit on the county.

Mr. Harmon inquired if the contract bad
been signed.  The reply was that it wds to
have been sigued to-dsy. [He beld that the
county would not justity the erection of such
a building as they proposed, There is $1400
w:r.h of free-stone, and be thought that it
was unnceessary. He thought that a build-
ing ' r §8000 could be built which would
give better eatirfiction, He believed that
the board should reconsider the metter, bav-
ing a better knowledge of the expense, He
wished a building that wou!d ccet less and
give more room,

Mr. Giberson would like to bave bad the
contract before the board.

Mr. llale thought the committee had done
its duty.

Mr. Drier wished to state that had he
been a member of the board at the time the
building of the first edifice was proposed, he
wouid bave voted a3 did those in opposition
to that bui'ding, which was only one story,
and would be a disgrace to the county. He
wanted a building that would be a credit to
the ocounty, and did not care particularly
how much the building would cost as long as
they received value for the money.
