OUR NEW YORK] LETTER.
THE NEW CANADIAN TERRITORIES.

. Recent Interesting Geographical Discoverics —

More Facts about the Great Lake Mistassini
—Sir John A. Macdenald in New York —
:11:/4'; Imperial Federation Project and other

0pcs,

: : New York, Dee. 14, 1884.
Some interesting discoverics have rewarded
the exploratory enterprise of the Dominion
Government within the past few years. It is
not 8o very long ago that Sir George Simpeon,
the Governor of the Hudson Bay Company,
testified before a British Court that the Red
River ocountry, now considered the finest
wheat region in the world, was unfit for bu-
man habitation. Bat Sir George's misoon-
ception of the capabilitics of Manitoba and
the Northwest Territory may be pardoned
when we recall to mind the total ignorance
of even the members of the Canadian Parlia-
ment at the time of Confedsration in regard
to the northwestern portion of Canada, Ata
pablic meeting in S¢. Jobn in the winter of
1868, one of the most prominent ol the New
Brunswick Representatives speaking in oppe-
sition to the acquisition of the Northwe:t
Perritory, informed the audience that ** from
the head of Lake Superior to the first settle-
nent was 500 miles of howling wildernese,
waste and barren and frozan, where, a gentle-
wan bad informed him, he bhad seen snow
storms in July. Here man wauld perish if he
attempted o settle, and caitle could not pre-
cure the scantiest herbage,” &c., with other
astounding information of the same character,
In view of our present knowledge of that por-
tion of the Dominion, some of the old anti-
confederate and annexstion speeches and
writings are very comical reading, ** that’s &
fact,”” as Sam Slick would say,
EXPLORATIONS IN THE NORTHWEST TERRITORY.

Bat in regird to recent explorations and °
discoveries: ‘‘ As in every former year,’
says the Surveyor-General of Dominion lande,
“the past season’s operations have sffyrdcd
information of large areas additional to the
koown quantity of lands best available fcr
immigrents.””  For eight years the Canadian
surveys bave been preparing a vast territory
north and west of Manitoba for immigiation,
It was known som« yesrs ago that a wice
belt of remarkable wheatlande stretched along
the Saskatchewan valley almost to the Reoeky
Mountsios, Buat it was nos known ontil re-
ceut surveys made it evident that a great re-
gion gouth of ths Assiniboicesnd Qu Appelle
Rivers, between Manitoba and 1059 west
loogitude, afforded good land for farmiog
purfoses, Neither was it known wotil the
report of the surveys for 15%0) wzs published
that along the eastern elope of the Rocky
Mountaise, extecding north for several bun-
dred milcs to the opper waters of the Bow
River, is a traet of country that the

ment of Surveys regards as ** specially

ed for settlement,”

Tbe isothermal lioes that mark regioos in
Alaska which, aceording to Lieut. Schwatkas,
are adapted for cattle raising, also denote
some large fertile tracts in the Canadian
Nortbwe-t whose average temperature is
much higher than we formerly supposed.
This is a discovery of recent years, and it ac-
coants for the surprising nature of some ad-
ditions to our knowledge of the Siskatchewan
valley, the region of Lake Athabaska, and
the country around the south end of Hudsen
Bay. The Abbe Petitot, who is perhaps the
best living authority on the geography of the
northwestern part of Canada, says that the
regions east and north of Lake Athabasea
can pever be utilized except by the trapper,
but be has found large tracts of fertile land
bordering the Athabasca and Paace Rivers
before they urite to form the Mackenzie River.
** 1 believo,”” he wrote last year, ‘‘ that the
colovization and caltivation of this part of
the Athabascan region is worthy of serious
attention.” Gen. Sir. J. H. Lefroy, who

among the causes that led to the despatching
last summer of three expeditions to the

lake rezion of the northeast territory and to
Labrador. These parsics will hardly fail to
add largely to our geographical knowledge of
the least known portion of Canada.

The growth of the western provinces and
their remarkable development is hsrdl¥ ex-
ceeded in the moet favored portion of the
United Stetes. About one bundred thousand
immigrants arrived there last year. Steam-
boats ply on the Saskatchewan River for near-
ly a thousand miles from the rapids near Lake
Winnipeg to the foot of the Rocky Mountains,
The Canadian Pacific Railroad is nearing the
base of the Mountains. Coal from their own
mines is gold at reasonable prices to the reei-
dents of Winnipeg. The Dominion Govern-
ment is expendiog $100,000 to support the
seven stitions through which it is ex-
pected to ascertain whether Hudson Bay and
Strait can be used as an outlet for the wheat
of Manitoba and Saskatchewan, Proof now
exists that there are about fourteen weeks of
pavigation, and it is not certain that the
waters of the bay and strait are not open for
a longer pericd. If Winnipeg eecures
outlet she seeks, a railroad five hundred miles
long will take her exports to tide-water at
York Factory. |
