| QUEEN VICTORIA'S HOUSEHOLD, 
The Queen’s court is composed of 

officers, subordinates, and attendants to 
‘the number of nearly a thousand, the 
majority receiving salaries that may be 

| called more than liberal. 
First and foremost comes the Lord 
| Steward, whose office is a political one, 
in the gift of existing Ministry ; his sal- 
ary is $10,000 a year. He is the prin- 
cipal officer of the court, and has juris- 
diction over the entire household.” All 
officers and servants connected with the 
court, except those of the Queens cham- 
ber, chapel, and stables, are subject to 
his orders. le appears at court on all 
state occasions, and the subordinate 
officials of the household are appointed 
by him. 
The active duties of the Lord Steward 

are performed by the Master of the 
Household, whose constant residence is 
within the precincts of the palace. Nee- 
essarily he has a large staff of officers to 
assist him, having full control over the 
domestic establishment. The salary of 
the master is $5,790 a year, and his pri- 
vate secretary receives $1,500 a year. 
The Lord Treasurer ranks next to the 

Lord Steward, acts for him at all state 
ceremonies in case he is absent, and 
draws $4,520 a year; while to assist him 
he has the Comptroller of the House- 
hold, who also is paid $4,520 and like- 
wige does nothing. 
The Board of Green Cloth is com- 

posed of the four above mentioned of- 
ficials and adjudicates on oftences com- 
mitted in certain parts of the palace. To 
agsist them in their onerous duties, they 
have a secretary at $1,500 a year three 
accounting clerks at $1,000 a year each, 
divers other clerks to the number of six, 
and one female assistant. 

The clerk of the kitchen is an im- 
portant functionary, evidenced by the 
fact that he gets $3,500 a year and 
“found.” Under him he has seven 
clerks to keep accounts, check goods as 
they are received, and give the necessary 
orders to the tradespeople. 
The chief receives $3,500 a year, and 

his four assistant cooks $1,750 each, 
with the privilege of each tuhi_g an ap- 
préntics, the litter Lavi to pay a 
premium of about 81000. There are 
six other assis'g.t cu ks, and twelve 
helpers of different kinds. 
The head of the eonfectionery depart- 

ment of the kitchen receives $1 500 
yearly, and his assistant $1 250, they 
having six other assistants: in addition 
there are the pastry cook and baker, 
with four assistants, and three women 
having charge of the coffee room. ‘I'he 
linen is lovked after in the “ewer” de- 
partmernt, consisting of a yeoman and 
two assistants, 
The chief butler receives $2,500 a 

year. He holds an important position, 
inasmuch as he selects and buys all the 
wines used in the royal household. To 
properly arrange the table before the 
Queen's dinner is served there are two 
principal tulle deckers with $1,000 a 
year each, a second table decker at $750, 
a third at $150, and an assistant with 
£260). 
Toe least Ji"eral salarics probably are 

those paid to the three yeomen having 
charge of the plate pantry, whose united 
salaries amount to but $2,150, while the 
valuables intrusted to their care are 
estimated to be worth from $10,000,000 
to $15,000,000. They have six assist- 
ants. The care of her Majesty's coals 
must be an arduous duty, as it is in- 
trusted to no less than thirteen persons. 
The first and second lamplighters re- 

ceive $500 a year each and board money, 
and have seven assistants, 

The Court of the Marshaleea is a 
regular court of justice attached to the 
Queens's household, having jurisdiction 
over all places within twelve miles from 
Whitehall. The Lord Steward is the 
Judge, the function of the court being 
to administer justice between the Queen’s 
domestic servants. This court was 
established by Henry VIIL., and now 
costs the nation $9,620 a year, not in- 
cluding the salary of the chief of police 
of this court (who is called Knight 
Marshal) $2,500 a year each. 
On Maundy-Thursday of each year, 

and twice a year in Scotland Yard, alms 
are distributed to the poor. The almonry 
is the office that looks after these dis- 
tributions, the two principal officers of 
which are ealled the Hereditary Grand 
Almoner and the Lord High Almoner. 
Both offices are honorary, but they have 
a secretary, who receives $1,750 a year, 
about the amount distributed to the 
poor on Maundy-Thursday. 
The Lord Chamberlain receives $10,- 

000 a year and the Viee-Chamberlain 
$4,620. They superintend all the of- 
ficers and servants belonging to the 
(Queen's chambers, except the bed 
chambers these being under the groom of 
the stole, as well as the officers of the 
wardrobe. All entertainments given in 
the palace are under their care, and they 
have to audit all accounts connected 
(with royal marriages, coronations, 
funerals, &c. To assist the Chamber- 
luin there are a comptrollor of accounts, 
three clerks, and four messengers, their 
united salaries amounting to $15,550. 

[n this department also is the keeper 
of her Majesty’s Privy Purse, who re- 
ceives a salary of $10,000 a year and a 
percentage on her Majesty's privy purse. 
He is the financial secretary to the 
(Queen. 
The Mistress of the Robes draws a 

salary of $2,500, and the Groom of the 
Robes $4000, with three assistants. 
There are also eight ladies of the bed- 
chamber, who each in rotation wait on her 
Majesty a fortnight at a time. 
The Queen’s Maids of Honor are eight 

in number, and receive $1,500 a year 
each. They attend her Majesty two at 
a time for a month, thus serving but 
three months in the year. 
The Bed Chamber women are the same 

in number as the Maids of Honor, re- 
ceive the same salary, and serve ia rotg- 
tion in the same manner. They are only 
expected, however, to figure on state 
occasions. 
Next we have eight Lords in Waiting, 

the Grooms in Waiting, the Gentlemen 
Ushers of the Frivy Chamber, Daily 
Waiters, Grooms of the Privy Chambers, 
Quarterly Waiters, Grooms of the Great 
Chambers, and thirty-two Gentlemen of 
the Private Chamber, 

These last named receive no pay what- 
over, except the honor of the thing, while 
the first named cost the exchequer $55,- 
965 a vear.

There are five pages of the Back 

Stairs, who receive $2,000 a year each. 
Their duties are to wait on the sovereign. 
Two State Pages and a Page of the 
Chambers assist the five. 
The Lords, Ladies and Maids of Honor 

have six Pages of the Presence to attend 
them at breakfast and luncheon. These 
pages are also required to wait on her 
Majesty's visitors. Thev each receive 
$900 a year, and have pages—men to 
wait on them, 

Eight sergeants-at-arms draw 8500 a 
year apiece. Their duties are now 
nominal, though in the days of the jourst 
and tourney they were to * hold watch 
outside the royal tent in complete armor, 
with bow, arrows, sword and mace of 
office; and to capture any traitor about 
the court or other great offenders.” 
Other relics of past ages are three 

kings-of-arms and six heralds. 
Last in the Lord Chamberlain's de- 

partment are messengers innumerable, 
palace inspectors, nine housekeepers, 
sixty housemaids, three linen room 
women, and two attendants to show the 
public through Windsor Castle, with 
salaries ranging from a nominal sum to 
$1,500. 
The ecclesiastics, with their necessary 

following, attached to the house are 
many in number and cost a large sum 
yearly in salaries. The list is as follows: 
* Dean and sub-dean of the Chapel Royal, 
St. James the clerk of the closet, three 
deputy clerks, a resident of the chaplain, 
a closet keeper, forty-eight chaplains in 
ordinary and ten priests in ordinary, with 
four chaplains, three preachers, and three 
readers for the chapels at Whitehall, 
Hampton, Windsor and Kensington; 
also a choir of boys, four organists two 
composers, a violinist, a sergeant of the 
vestry, and a master of boys.” 
_— doctors, &ec., $13,500 a year is 

paid. 
The State Band though it is seldom 

heard, costs $9,580 a year. 
We next come to the Poet Laureate, 

who draws inspiration from the Sateat 
rate of 8500 a year, 
The Master of the Tennis Court does 

nothing, for which he receives $660 a 
year. After him, with nominal duties, 
come the Burgomaster, and two water- 
men, whose united salaries amount to 
$2,000 a year; the keeper of the swans, 
a keeper of the jewels in the Tower, an 
exhibitor of the jewels, a principal 
librarian in ordinary, a painter, and a 
surveyor of pictures. 
During the reign of Henry VIII, he 

instituted the Corps to Gentlemen Pen- 
gioners, composed of members of the 
highest families, selected by himself. 
They bore this title until the accession 
of William IV., when it was changed to 
that of Gentlemen-at-arms. The corps 
now consists principally of half pay of- 
ficers, but it still maintains its high 
tone, and under no consideration is a 
tradesman allowed to enter. The ap- 
pointments in it now are regularly 
bought and sold, and bring good prices, 
the office of Lieutenant and Silver Stick 
having been known to bring $350,000. 
The cost of running the corps is $25,000 
a year. The Captain and Gold Stick 
has a salary of $5,000, the Lieutenant 
and Silver Stick $2,500, and each of the 
forty gentlemen-at-arms $500, and $15 
a day for travelling expenses when or- 
dered on country service. 
The Beef Eaters, or Body Guard of 

Yeomen, will be remembered by all who 
have visited the Tower by their peculiar 
garb of the Tudor period. Their Captain, 
always & peer, receives $5,000 a year, 
and the men $450 a year each. 
The Master of the Horse spends $62,- 

815 a year. Under him are different 
equerries and Pages of Honor, a sergeant 
footman, fifteen footmen, twelve coach- 
men, twenty grooms, and fifty helpers.

Lee & McDonough, 
dowa the banks of the beautiful St. Jobn, 
taking in all that beautiful scenery for 
which i: ismgted, until we reached Shogomoe, 
when we d the quadrupeds and satisfied 
the inner man by a good square meal, We 
again cast our eyes heavenward end behold 
the beauties of nature are more attractive 
than ever to our sensitive orbs by the mist 
being cleared away and revealing to us the 
sun which spreads its rays alike upon the 
Just and unjust. But, stop, I am in daty 
bound to say that they were all just persons, 
peaceably disposed toward each other except 
at lunch again, this tie at Prince William, 
when they took advantage of the solemni 
of the occasion and made war with a nest of 
hornets by spreading the table cloth in their 
midst, to the detriment of all concerned ;

After 
again stowing away some more of the staff of 
life we moved northward to Government 
House and by tbe kindaees of the very gen- 
tlemanly young gardener, Mr, Berry, we ware 
shown all through the grounds and copser- 
vatory ; the arrangement of the flowers dis- 
Played the oe of the young oe for hie 

siness, n proceeding to t Someioty 
a beautiful spot for burial the bank of the 
river, just below the Hermitage owned, we 
were informed, by the Methodist people, O! 
that the peop of this town would show 
some igo of life in this matter and prepare 
a place for the decent burial of their dead, 
instead of laying the dear ones away in such 
a bole as ie called cemetery by the people of 
Woodstock! We want a place where we 
can lay away our dead and feel contented 
that their remains are well cared for until 
that day when they will be called forth to 
give an socount of the deeds done in the 
body. We bave got a little away from our 
cruise and from our friends, but duty called 
and we hope it may have some effect. On 
returning home we partook of a delicious 
repast, prepared by one of our friends; and 
we heartily entered into the spirit of the oc- 
casion tho password being ‘‘ more meat and 
potatoes, papa.” 
On Saturday, through the kindness of Mr. 

Thomas Stanger, we were entertained by 
some prominent business men and shown 
through their ext:psive establishments, 
which prove that the wants of the publie 
can be mpplind in every thing required for 
one’s comfort. 

Before leaving for Boiestown—a small 
village on the banks of the Miramichi, a 
river running through that fice Valley, 
dotted with verdare of all colors, making it 
a pretty picture to the naked eye—we took 
in 8 cargo of eatables and added three more 
to the party, which certainly added to the 
ecjoyment. Upon leaving Fredericton we 
wended our way up the Nushwaak river as 
far as Marysville, that village in York whose 
reputation for industry has spread from east 
to west, north to south.

The evening 
being fine we filled the Methodist Church at ° 
Boiestown and frightened the Pastor, Rev, 
Mr. Penna, into preaching a remarkably 
fine sermon, We there met old friends too 
numerons to mention in the space allotted 
to us in this Journal, bat one exception, 
Mr. Justice Farley, a Northumberland 
lumber king, who mercifully saved our lives 
on this occasion and belped us smoke the pipe 
of peace on our way home. 
Monday morning found us on cur way 

back to the Celestial and over the same 
ground, through tho same scenery, yet look- 
ing new in its fast changing appearance. 

In Fredericton we were at home again 
with the bum and the buzy of busy life, but 
with all its magnificence there is more 
business on one corner of Woodstock than 
on all Queen street. It is useless for to take
