Sk1LFuL SurGERY IN NEw York.—Th- mas
Colt has recently been discherged fr m Belle-
vue Hospital, N. Y, with a restored nore.
He was deprived of his mose a pumber of
years ago by a cancerous affection technically
called lupus, which destroyed the nasal bone
as well as the fleshy covering, and even the
Jower eyelids. H's treatwent was undertaken
over 10 years ago by Dr. Thos. Sabine, the
professor of anatomy of the Coll-ge of Phy-
sicians and surgeons, and has been euccess-
fully pursued up to tke present time. Dr.
Sabine first addressed himeelf to the task of
arresting the dicease, and when that was ac-
complished he restored tbe lost eyelids by
gralting thereon bealthy ekin taken from the
cheeks snd forchead of the patient. The
more diflicult operativn of restoring the nose
followed. This wss done by makiog use
of the third finger of the left bsnd, from
which the nail was first remcved by pitric
acid. Then the end of the finger was fixed
against the forebead between the eyes, the
epidermis at the po'nts of contact having
been previously removed to bring about ad-
besion. At the same time the finger up to
the second joint was split open on the under
side, the flesh stripped off, and the flaps there-
by produced were connected with the flesh of
the cheek on either side. The hand was fix-
ed in the proper positicn by plaster of paris,
and held so until the adhesicn was complete.
Then the finger was amputaied at the second
joint, and the free edges of the part adhering
to the face were arranged so as to form the
wings of the nostrils. ~ During all this time
the nasal orifice wae kept open by a bard
rubber tube, The treatment necesearily occu-
pied some time, apd iovolved & number of
painfal operatious, but was completely sue-
ceseful, and it is almost impoesible now to
distinguish the nose thus fashioned by surgi-
cal ekiil from one cast in nature’s own mould.

WaEar 1§ 708 Unitep States.—The strik-
ing decrcase in our exports of $83,000,000 as
Loompared with 1822 3, and of §162 000,000
as compared with 1880, has led the Financial
Chronicle to iuvestigate where the shrinkage
occurred. That breadetuffs went abroad less
freely ie familisr, but it is startling to com-
pare exports of them, amounting to $157,-
000,000 against $233,000,000 four years pre-
vicusly. And it is also surprising to find
cotton marking o8 large a decrease ($50,000,-
000) as breadstuffs when the comparison is
between last year and its predecessor. Among
breads cff+, corn has Leld ite own, and rye
bas grown from under 1,000,000 bushels to
over 6,090,000. In other words, the decrease
in breadstuffs is almost wholly in wheat,
which reached its greatest export at #190,-
000,000, in 1879-80 and fell to §73,000,000
in 1883-4. Since 1877 8 there has been no
smaller total. The exports show a remarka-
ble independence ‘of the yield. It is the for-
eign demand and not the Amcrican supply
which makes tte market. This is truer of
wheat than of corn.  Doston shipped more
than previouly, and New York, while hold-
ing its own regarding exports, increased its
lead as to imports.—N. ¥. Tim:s.

Pgoposep CanaL Across Irenanp.—Tbe
project for constructing & ship canal across
Ireiand has been warmly espoused by infla-
ential people in Eogland. Elaborate plans
and surveys have been made at considerable
expense, and have been submitted by Capt.
Eads, the American epgineer. The plans
were prepared by Mr. T. A. Walker, of
Great George . street, Westminister. The
proposed canal would be 127 miles in length,
and would ccntain thirty locks. For ships
of 1,500 tous the cost would be eight mil-
lions ; for ships of 5.000 and upward, twenty
millions sterling. If built on this scale the
canal would be 200 feet wide on the surface
and 100 feet at the bottom. The passage
through the canzl would be effected by 8
system of towage, and it is estimated that the
passage of & skip from Galwey Bay to Kings-
town gvould occupy between twenty-fcur and
thirty six hours.

An alternative scheme of & ship railway in
which the ships would be carried in cradles,
which eculd be constructed for ten millions,
is preposed, by which the duration of the
passage through the island would be redoced
to twelve hours. An immenee equeduct
would have to be constracted to carry the
canal over the Shannon at Bansgher, and
would be over three miles in length, being
one of the most difficult and cost!y works in
connection with the undertaking.

A NorasLe Evest.—A great event have
I to ckronicle—the arrival of the firet loco-
motive at the City of Guatemala. The event
transpired on the 19:h of July, the anniver-
sary of the birth of the President. The day
was duly celebrated upon a scale never before
cqualed or approached by anything in the
country. It seemed 88 if the people sll
turned out. The enthueiasm was unbounded
and the excitement of the wildest kind ; and
no wonder, for here is a splesdid city of 30,-
000 or 60,000 people, almcet in sight of two
oceans, only eccessible upon one sde by
horses acd the other by cxen. No wonder
the people went wild over their emarcipation
from those primitive modes of travelling. It
was a time not only to be joyous acd rejoice,
but it was a time for the rest of the world to
congratulate them upon their joining the
great outside world, Tbe ebrill whiste of
the locomotive has announced to the isolated
city her initiation into the world of go ahead-
ativeness by the double-quick of steam power.
Bat as yet their full fruigion is not; they sve
but entered apprevtices. Is is only when
they are baptiz>d with the clear ricg from
the Atlantic side that they will koow the
major secrete of the eraft.
