A Dreaprur Propuesy.—The tides
are caused mainly by the moon as it were,
ca'ching hold of the water as the earth
revolves round oun its axis. This must
cause friction on the earth as it revolves,
and friction as everyone knows causes
loss of power. There is reason to sup-
pose that the action of the tides is slowly
but surlylessening the speed of the earth's
rotation, and consequently increasing the
length of day, and that this action will
continue until the earth revolves on its
own axis in the same time that the moon
takes to revolve round the earth. Then
the day, instead of being twenty four
hours long as now, will be about twenty
eight days, and the eartk will be exposed
to the full blaze of the sun about fourteen
days at a time.

The change this will bring about on the
face of the earth can hardly be exagger-
ated. Alllife, both animal and vegetable
will be destroyed ; all water will be evap-
orated ; the solid rocks will be scorched
and cracked ; and the whole earth will be
reduced to a barren and dreary wilder-
ness. It is supposed by some that the
moon has already passed through all this
hence its shattered and bare looking sur-
face. That the earth being so mueb
larger, has more quickly acted upon the
oceans which once were upon the moon’s
surface and stopped almost entirely its
revolution round its own axis, thus caus-
ing it to have a day equal to twenty
eight of our days, and the heat of the
sun has already done to it what in future
ages it will do to the earth. /Jlarper's
Weelcly.

To Measure THE HEiGuT OF A TREE.
—Thereis a very simple way of measus-
ing the height of a tres which can be
practiced by any one on a sunny day or
in bright moonlight. All the appacatus
that 13 necsssary is a straight stick of
the length. Draw a circle with a radius
(half the diameter) of a little lcss than
the length of the stick. This will be
done by holding one end of the stick,
say two inches from its end. and mov-
ing the other end around, making the
circle with a knife or a chip. Then
place the stick in the ground exactly in
the centre of the circle, perfectly upright
and press it down until the height of the
stick is exactly the same as the radius of
the circle. Whenthe end of the shadow
of thestick exactly touches the circle
then also the shadow of tree will be ex-
actly in length the same measurement as
its heizht. Of course, in such cases the
sun will be at an exact angle of 45°.
Measurements of this character can be
best effected in the summer, when the
sun is powerful, and has reached to a
good height in the heavens, and when the
trees are clothed with living green so as
to cast a dense shadow. To many to
whom this idea may not have occurred it
might be made annually a matter of in-
terest thus on warm summer days to
take tbe height of prominent trees, and
so to compare growth from year to year.

A Sorpier’s Toasr.—At the siege of
Tortona the commander of the army
which lay before the town ordered Carew,
an Irish officer, in the service of Naples,
to advance with a detachment to a par-
ticular post. Having given his orders,
he whispesed Carew, ““Sir I know vou to
be a gallant man; I have therefore put
you upon this duty.

I
place you there to make the enemy
spring a mine below.” Carew made a
bow to the general, and then led on his
men in silence to the dreadful post.

, Will tewd to develop rapidly trade among manu-
frcturing industries and this instead of being an
injury to the North will be a bleesing. It will
carry Northern men and thewr capital in that
direction, and now (this did not exist under Re-
publican rule,) the South will unite and en-
courage nothern spirit, ambition and capital to
develop her resources. One thing in the late
campaign impressed me, and that was the bid
for the votes of the laboring party by the Re-
publicane, telling them that the high protection
tariff kept up their wages, and this argument
Was in every speaker’'s mouth. Candidates,
wirepullers, and village stump-orators and the
masees; no speech appeared perfect without this
argument somewhere in it, either at the be-
ginning, middle, or close, and often it was the
whole epeech. The laboring men of Eng-
land were held up as a class of paupers in
comparison to the laboring meu of this country,
and the difference between the situation of the
two classes of laboring men was that the low
wages of one country was caused by its free
trade, snd the high wages of the other was be-
cause of its protection duties, thus establishing
manufactures and making labor for the masses.
\t first sight this appears & strong argument,
but upon analysis it is the merest shadew. Why
not compare the rate of wages in this country
with that of wages in Germany or France, both
highly protecied; the same thing ought to hold
good in Germany or France which exists here,
if wages are regulated by the tariff of the
country, and yet we find iu both those European
countries a very low rate of wages among the
masses of the people, in fact the laboring people
of England, free and unprotected by tanff, are
in & better condition than those in either Ger-
many or France. Again, in the United States,
under protection tariff, the tendency is towarde
a decline in wages, while in Eogland, under
free trade, the wages of the laboring people
have nearly doubled in the last ten years. My
observation is that the laboring man is no better
in this country than he is in Eogland in respect
to & comfortable living, only as intoxicating
drinks or some other indulgence steps in to
render the one or the other miserable. If the
wages are higher here, the liviog and reats are
also higher, and it takes all the laboring man
can do here to keep his family, and he can do
that anywhere else. But this is not all. The
high tariff in the United Siates since 1860 is not
the only time the United States has tried protee-
tion. At different times anterior to 1860 a pro-
tection tariff was tried here; one time it was in
existence for ten years, and during that time it
neither stimulated manufasturing enterpriscs
nor increased wages. In fact a man is hard up
for an argument to sustain his cause when he
resorts to this kind of boalstering. The tariff of
a country has but little to de with the rate of
wages given for the labor of the country. If it
did then Russis, Germsny and France would not
have so low a rate of wages, neither would the
rate of wages paid for labor in England be on
the increase.

There must, however, be some cause for the
wages of this country being in excess of that
pad in the above countries, and let us esee if the
cause can be found. The wages were higher
after the Iate war, and bave remained so, than
they were before the rebellion. I think the true
eituation lies here. The four years war con-
sumed much more than wae on band for con-
sumption; it even destroyed or used up capital
which was invested in supplying the demands
of the nation, and at its close the country feand
it had an enormous burden of work on i1ts hands
to repair the damage and waste, and a lack of
mea to do the work. This disparity between
labor aud men increased the price paid for
labor, for the scarcity of an article increases its
value, we know no valuation only by compari-
son; if gold were as common as stone it would
be of no more value than stone: and immediately
after the close of the war it became known that
mines were in the Western States and great
agricultural praries, and immense forests of
lumber, and thus things have drawn men from
the East to engage in developing the West, and
80 keeping up a Limited lack in the supply of
men to do the work. This condition of things
has kept the rate of wages high.

Now, what this country wants to bring down
the price paid for work is to fill it up with peo-
ple like the countries above referred to in Europe
and wages will be as low as anywhere else.
When the competition for work comes because of
too many men to do it, then down goes the price
of labor. The time may come, and it will come
as quickly under protection as under free trade,
perhape, when this country will be filled up and
men will be striving with men for the almighty
dollar, and then when labor is scarce and men
plenty the price paid for labor will becorrespond-
ingly small.

The speeches during the late campaign, deliv-
ered by prominent men were below what we would
look for from educated politicians, men who bave
made political economy a study. As a sample,
Ex-Senator Windom, of this State, a man held
up for his political knowledge and ability, was
speaking in the Armory Hall of this city, and
stated in his speech to a crowded sssembly that
when he was 1n England he saw two men follow
his coach for two miles that they might take off
his trunks and receive a half-pence for it, so
needy were they; and that he also saw a man
and an ox yoked up together to draw a load,
and said such was the cise in free trade England
and such would be the case ia this country if the
Republicans were throwa out of power and the
DPemocrats inaugurated a reigu of free trade.
To mea of thought this would not be the kin1 of
argument which would convince; ludicrous inci-
dents may be seen anywhere, but arguments
containing statemente like those just named from
a man who has been in England reflects harshly
upon his honor, honesty and observation.

But the contest is over, and for four years
men may have a little respite from the presiden-
tial battle—the battle of parties.

In the petitions for the limitation of liabil-
ty in the matter of the steamship * City of
Columbus’’ before the U. S. distriet coart,
Boston, Samuel Fawecett, et al. against the
Boston and Savannah Scumeh}) Company,
James Browa against the same, Judge Nelson
has readered an opinion that the limited
liability statute extends as well to the claims
for parsonal injuries suffered by the passen-
genrs and for loss of life of the passengers.
T'he question whether the owners of the ‘*City
of Culumbus’ are liable at all for the conse-
quences of the stranding and siokiong of that
stoamship and if liable whether their liability
is to be limited to the value of the vessel and
her p-nding freight must be determined in
proceedings instituted by the cwner and now
pendiog in the court to obtain the benefit of
the statate of limitation. In the meantime
farther prosecution against the offisers of
suits of damages growing out of the disaster,
whether in that court or in courts of the
State, must be stayed, Insurance effected
by the owners on the steamship and her
freight is not ** an interest in such vessel and
freight”” which they are bound to surrender
for the benefit of the claimants within the
meaning of the statue. It will be remem-
bered that several New Brunswicksers lost
their lives in this disaster.

A Sinrur Posture 270 Years Ac).—The
following law and law case are taken from
the records of she New Haven coloay in 1669,
The statute says : ‘* Who.oever shall inveigle
or draw the affections of any maide or maide-
servant, either to himself or others, without
first gaining the consent of her parents, shall
pay to the plantation for the first offence 4()
shilliogs ; the second, four pounds; for the
third he shall be imprisoned or corporeously
punished.” Under this law, at a court held
in May, 1669, Jacobeth Murtine and Sarah
Tattle were prosecuted ‘¢ for setting down on
a chestle together, his arms around her waiste
and her arme upon his shoulder or about his
veck, and continuing in that sinful posture
about half an hour, in which time he kyssed
her and she kyss.d bim, or they kyssed one
another, as ye witnesses tes.ified.— Com-
mercial Advertiser.
