General Helos, 
AwonG Tar Jerseys,—*¢ Gath,’ in the Cin- 

cine ati Finguirer, gives the following account 
| 1 his vieit to the stock farm cf Joseph OC. 
Sibiey, near Fravklin, Pe, :— 

Franklin is surrounded with the derrieks 
ot oil wells, looking like skeleton church 
spires, to the number of scores and Lundreds, 
and most of these are &till pumping a sma’l 
quantity of oil per diem. Overlooking tla 
tower on the opposite side of French Creek, is 
the Prospect Hill stock farm of Joseph 0, 
Sibley, perbaps the most complete in all its 
appointments now in this country. Con- 
nected with it in different tracts are about 
six hundred acres of land, and it has a race- 
course used by the County Agricultural So- 
ciety. Near the gate going in is the cream- 
ery, which manufactures two barrels of cresm 
into butter in about forty-five minutes, and 
this butter is sent all over the country at fifty 
cents a pound. On the top of the Lull is the 
barn, which is of an octagonal or almost cir- 
calir pattern, and contains the entire herd 
oo two floors. From tke cupola of the barn, 
which gives the ventilation, descends a pole, 
around which is a winding stair connecting 
the two floors. Ia the centre of each floor is 
a large open space, and the circle of cattle 
faces this in stalls, their heads all appearieg 
above the stalls, and the troughs at their 
knees. Behind this row of cattle is an o 
corridor, also circular, around which the 
seeond greater circle of cattle stand at their 
stalls. 
On the upper floor a portion of thie second 

circle is devoted to the cows with calves or 
about ty calve, The cows in calf are gener- 
ally kept dry where this is possible, so that 
the calf can get the full nourisbment; but it 
is exceedingly difficult in some cases to dry 
the Jersey cow, as the tenacity with which 
she makes milk is the great secret of her 
valoe, She is the most wonderful butter- 
making animal known to man, Other kinde 
of cattle run to heel, but the Jersey so assimi- 
[ates Ler food that the globules which might 
make beef {1 w in her milk, and hence the 
extraordinary prodaection of some of these 
cows, and their high prices in a coun 
where the shemist bas been at work with 
Hutter, and has given us various forms of 
wiggon grease and coal tar instead of the 
Alderney prodace, 
The importation of Jerszy cattle into the 

United States began about seven years before 
the war, It has gone on with such enthusi- 
asm that we now have about 21,000 Jerseys, 
erther imported or born here, every one of 
whieh is registered in the Jersey herd-book, 
that is now assuming the proportions of a li- 
brary. The Jersey cattle—by which general 
name is meant cattle of Jersey, Sirk and 
Alderney—improve in this country over their 
condition in their native islands, and they 
in2ko wore cream and butter, and thrive 
wonderfully. They are distributed over the 
entire country. They are generally of a fawn 
color, with rather dark gray or blackish 
faces, the cows are very geatle and the bulls 
Vicious 

I was interested in two things in this stable, 
la the first place the cream soparator, which 
18 run hy a steam engine, revolves with enor- 
mous rapidity, and the cream flows out of 
one epigot and the skimmed milk out of an- 
other. Then | observed the apparatus for 
cleaning cows, which are carefully washed 
once or twice a day hy means of brushes oper- 
ated hy the engine. The cow, bull or calf is 
brought forward and tied to a post, and from 
hove these brushes are broughs to her body, 
nnd carefully raise every hair. The ecatt 
like it, but their tails have to be tied up in & 
bag, fur not long ago one of the brushes tore 
out a tail. The temperature in the barn is 
kept at fifty degrees the year round, regulat- 
ed by the thermometer, and the barn is light- 
ed with the Brush light on every floor, and at 
midnight is as bright as day, A storage bat- 
tery is kept near the engine for this purpose, 
The light used is the ordinary gas bracket 
and a small Jamn. 
At Prospect I1ill farm the barn is eighty 

feet in diameter. There are thirty-two cattle 
on the inner rows, and forty-six on the iear 
rows. The engine has fifteen horee-power. 
The food given the animals is boiled and 
mixed, partly oats and partly ensilage, or 
leaves of corn plucked whea the ear is fall of 
milk. The cattle like this food very much, 
and it improves the butter. The Jersey cow 
can be relied on to make one pound of butter 
per dy ; mavy of them make eixteen pounds 
a week, and some of their performances are 
almost fabulous, 
By the machinery used at Prospect ITill it 

takes thirty five minates only to separate the 
cream from the milk of forty tive cows, The 
separator is a Swedish patent. In one hour 
from the commencing of the milking the 
cream is in the creamery, and the skim miik 
i8 being fed to the calves. 
Mr. Sibley says that the keep of his cattle 

in tie winter is somewhere between twenty 
nnd thirty cents a day, but thas for a portion 
of the ycar they do not cost above eight cents 
a day. There are about thirteen men em- 
ployed on the herd farm, and the cost of run- 
ping it is about $17,000 a year. 
At Prospect Hill there are forty-five milch 

cows, producing not less than one pound 
diem of batter, while a good deal of the milk 
without being ekimmed is given to the calves, 
There are twenty cows in the stable thag 
$2,000 apiece would not buy, 

A Wheeling, W. Va,, special to the Chica- 
22 Tribune eaye : One of those ghastly stories 
of interment before life bad become extinet, 
which cause an involuntary shudder of hor- 
ror to pass through the reader, is current in 
this city to-night. The victim, so the story 
goes, ie u young married lady of 20 years, In 
May of last year, three months after her maz- 
riage, the lady was taken violently ill, and 
alter lingering for ton days, apparently died, 
There were certain peculiaritics about the 
appearance of the sapgosed corpse, however, 
which caused a suspicion in the mind of the 
attending physician that the patient might 
be in a trance, but after keeping the body 
for four days with no signs of returning life, 
the remains were consigned to the grave, 
temporary interment being made in the 
family lot in an abandoned graveyard. A 
day or two ago the body was disinterred 
prior to removal to another cemetery. To 
the surprise of the s:xton, the coffia-lid 
showed signs of displacement, and on its be- 
ing removed the grave-digger was horrified 
to find the remains turned face downward, 
the bands filled with long tufts of bair torn 
from the head, and the face, neck and hosom 
deeply scratched and scarred, while the lin- 
ing of the coflia had been torn into fragments 
in the desperate efforte of the entombed vie- 
tim to escape from her horrible fate, Since 
the diecovery the ycung husband has been 
prostrated, and his life :s despaired of. The

ANorakr Pest —A new pest of a most 
serious character apparently threatens with 
destruction the cultivation of the mangel 
wurtz:] in this Provicce and throughout the 
continent. Reports of threatened destruction 
of the entire mangel crop come from New 
York, Scarborough and Markham, where the 
pest has not been known until this year, It 
18 a small white maggot, about a quarter of 
an inch in length, of great numbers and ac- 
tivity, and most voracious appetite. It bur- 
rows into the maogel leaf, and then works 
rapidly up betwixt the cuticles, eating away 
the pith in lurge areas. When it emerges it 
crawls rapidly an inch farther on and bur- 
rowing a second time repeats its devastation 
so that a whole leaf is destroved and begins 
to wither in a day or two.— Whithy Chron
