Take good care of
the meadows for they suffor greatly if abused.
They are easily and often injured by animals
in late autumn.

The following will give some idea of the
work to be undertaken by the Canadian
voyageurs on the Nile. The first cataract is
at Assouan, a distance of 700 miles from the
moutk of the river, and the whole of this is
navigable for boats of moderate draughts,
The Nile cataracts are precisely similar to
those of the St. Lawrence and the Ottawa,
and to be overcome by the same methods,
The first cataract is rather » series of rapids
than a fall, the entire deecent in five miles
being 80 feet, and the highest fall not ex-
ceeding six feet. In the whole distance be-
tween Khartoum and Assouan, about R00
miles, the river dues not descend more than
1,100 feet. The pataral fall of a wholly
navigable river of the same distance would
be 400 feet so that 700 feet may be said to
represent the fall of the rapids. There are
rrobably forty miles of rapids in the Nile.
From the first to the second cataract is a dis-
tance of 2)0 miles ; about the same distance
separates the second from the third, An-
other 200 miles separates the third from the
fourth, while there is an intervale of 150
miles between the fourth and fitth. Some-
thing more than that distance separates the
fif:h cataract from the sixth, which is a little
more than 50 miles from Khartoum. Thero
are 400 boats, which are from 30 to 32 feet
in length, from G to 7 feet beam, and weigh-
ing less than 1100 ibs. Each boat will con-
tain two boatsmen and 10 soldiers, one hun-
dred days supply of food, and draw when
loaded vnly twelve inches of water, and be in,
every way complete in itself.
