Tobique River Items. 

The amount of lumbering done on the Tobique 
this winter is only about half of last winter's 
operations. This tends to make matters quiet 
here, but as last year’s crops, with us, were 
above the average, contentment pervades the 
settlement. 

The quantity of plaster hauled from here, thie 
winter hag not equalled that of last season. One 
reason for this is that the Maine farmers, wl» 
are extensive purchasers of the rock, do not in- 
tend, next year, to raisc so many potatoes, cn 
account of the low prices that are ruling the 
markets. Another cause why less of the plaster 
has been taken away this winter, and in the 
removal of which obstacle we are deeply inter- 
ested, is the circuitous route that the farmers 
living on the lower St. John have to make in 
order to reach the locality. The difficulty 
could be obviated by opening a road {rom either 
Johuville or Glassville to Trout Brook, which 
would give a direct line to the plaster rocks. 
The road would not only serve the interests of 
the farmers in this connection, but would open 
up a fine country for settlement. We hope that 
our present Government will see the advisability 
of doing this at au early date; if they have the 
development of the country in view, they can- 
not afford to delay so important a work unduly. 

Mr. James McNair hag bought a site fir a 
saw will at the mouth of this river, upon which 
he intends to erect, in course of time, a grist 
mill as well. 

Mesers. Simmons & Burpee, the contractors of 
the Fredericton Bridge, and who are residents 
on this river five miles from its mouth, have 
rented their saw and grist mille to Mr. Samuel 
Bocne, who will have charge for the next two 
years. The mills do a good business and could 
not be dispensed with. 
We regret that go much liquor is sold in this 

County and fondly hope that the day is not far 
distant when ite sale will be prohibited in our 
midst. Four years ago, there was only one 
liquor store in the parishes of Perth and Audov- 
er, while now there are five or #ix, besides sev- 
eral places where it is surreptitiously sold. 

There is a good deal of enow up here, being 
over four feet in the woods; lumbermen are get- 
ting through in good shape however.
