He
should in all cases do the very best he could
and leave the result with God.

Tusrs is a Jesson taught by the hearty and
spontaneous cxpressions of deep regard mani-
fested for Sir Moses Mont:fiore on the occa-
sion of the centennial anniversary of his birth.
It shows how a man may through the exercise
of amiability of dispoeition and true worth of
charaoter sccure the respect and admiration
ot his fellows, notwithstanding the iufluence
of that prejudice which attaches to particular
seots and olasses in society. It shows that
the human mind is developing more and
more that kindliness of spirit which acknow-
ledges, wherever found, the sterling traits of
human character, Such a man developing
such results aids the world in truest progress,
When one spe: ks of a hundred years as in
the age of the world and life of & men,
especially when the man has been so sitaated
as has Sir Moses, one refers to a period of
time which embraces the advent and success
of the most interesting and important reforms
—reforme which have, alike, affected private
liberty, pablic righte and pational destinies.
Sir Moses hes seen the legal code afflict un-
reasonable barbarities, in the name of justice,
and has reen from that code expurgated
many of the barbarous features ; he has seen
the reiationa between the individual and the
state 8o harmonized as to establish a mutual
respect and mutual reeponsibility where arbi-
trary oppreesion oo the one band and unquiet
submiseion on the other existed. But the
theme is too suggestive ; too wide s field of
thought ie opened up, for gleaning in a news

paper paragraph, by the text of Sir Moses’
hundred years,

A cLimax was reached in the Unriversity
trouble, on Friday last., The youog man
who threw the elipper admitted the fact.
The Senate and faculty thereupon decided to
punish the senior class by wicholding for six
months its degrees and the freshmen of their
scholarship fur & year, and that competitions
for the clussical scholarship be withdrawn
until further notice. As soon 28 thie decision
was announced the students beld a counecil
and decided t» resign. The action of the
authorities i8 now more generally and strong-
ly denounc:d than was the foolish conduct of
the boys. The Uaiversity which has never
epjoyed, 8o tully as necessary to its success
popular favor, will now, by this action of
the suthorities, gink in public esicem. The
result affects not merely the students but
equally their parente and the public. It will
be well if, at once, those who have authority
over thoee who have now placed the institu-
tion in ite present position, turn attention to
the Univereity and its management, and by
instituting such reforms, no matter how they
may affect the feeling or position of indirid-
uale, ae it has long been pretty evident, are
required.

Then out of the present regretted state of
things may come better management and
that greater suecess which the institution
owes the Province.
