The work is said to have been executed at 
an annual expenditure of 265 000 rubles, or 
a little less than £40,000, 

Ax  AcrervMENT  EfrecTep.— London, 
Nov, I8 —Thte Standard says that the Tory 
leaders are prepared to recommend that the 
[Touee of Lords pass the franchise bill simul- 
taneously with a motion to be made by the 
Government for a second reedirg of the re- 
distribution bill in the House of Commons. 
The Conservatives of both Hous s of Par- 

liament held a meeting at noon to day at the 
Carlton Ciub, to consider the compromise 
offered by the Government last night with 
reference to the franchise bill. After some 
discustion, the Conservatives decided to ac- 
cept the proposals of the Government. They 
will agree to pass the franchize bill, pro- 
vided the Government shall immediately 
produce a redistribution bill which is satis- 
factory to both parties. 

In the Ilouse of Lords to-day, the fran. 
chise bill passed the second reading without 
division. On Thursday the Marquis of 
Saliebury will move to postpone tte com- 
mittee stag? of the bill for a fortnight, 

The report of the Barean of Industries for 
November deals chiefly with the grain and 
root crogs of Ontario. The harvest of grain 
crops bas been even more bountiful then they 
appeared by the August estimates, The 
quality of the grain is generally excellent, 
being plomp, hard and heavy, excepting the 
barley, which is badly discolored by the rain, 
and the balk of it does not rank h'gher than 
second grade. Wheat is remarkably free 
from defects of any kind ~The averaze yield 
of spring fall and varieties is twenty two 
buekels per acre, or nine more than last year. 
Beans and corn show an average of twenty- 
three and seventy-four bushels an acre, re- 
spectively. The root crop is generally excel- 
tent.  Fruittrces are in healthy condition, 
but wi'h exception of apples, ths crop of the 
season bas heen less than the averege. The 
average of fail wheat sown this year is some- 
what less than lst year. 

The coming winter is likely to be the dul- 
lest in the lumber trade which this district 
(Western Ontario) has yet seen. There 
have been very few sales of lumber this eum- 
mer and all the mills are overstocked in con- 
sequence. The Parry Sound Lumber Com- 
pany ’s mill here bas been closed down, pos- 
sibly for the season, and-unless shipments 
are made immediately the Conger Lumber 
Company's mill will have to shut down for 
want of piling room, The mills at Byng In- 
Jet, bel ging to the Georgian Bay Consoli- 
dated Lumber Company, are also to be closed 
down for the season ehortly. The upper mill 
is expected to run about three or four weeks, 
and the lower mill is 0 ron only about two 
weeks and, it is said, will be closed down the 
whole of next summer. All the different 
lumber companies are going to largely reduce 
their winter operations in the woods and the 
cut of logs this winter will not be one balf as 
large as that of the former seasons. Alto- 
gether the outlyok in the lumter trade in 
these districts is anything but promising. — 
North Star, 

It bas been a good year for the Maine 
Central, despite the fact that railroad busi- 
nees in general has been bad. The financial 
statement for the year ending with Sep- 
tember shows total receipts of §2,825372 
against $2,864,614 for the previous year. 
Here is a falling off of about $40,000 in busi- 
ness, but that is more than offset by decreased 
operating expenses, interest ard rents eo 
that tho net earnings this year are $224 461 
against $197 864 last year. The building 
of the Mount Desert branch increased tbe 
passenger trefic $50,000 during the three 
summer months, 

CuLonororMING A STREET.—A Bordeaux 
paper relates a somewhat incredible incident 
as baving occurred there recently. A 
pedestrian in the vicinity of the Rue St. 
Jacques observing only eleepers in the shops, 
ran to inform tke police of the strange oc- 
currence, the causy of which was quickly 
discovered. The employes of a large drug. 
gist’s establishment in the etreet had care- 
lessly over turned on the pavement a hoge 
receptacle fillsd wi bh chloroform, end the 
authors of the accident were the first to suf- 
fer from ite effects, The street being a nar- 
row, ill-ventilated one, the vapors of the 
powerful drug did not cscape, the conse- 
quence being tbatell the trades people on the 
ground floor were rendered insensibla. The 
restoratives, epcedily administered, brought 
them ro nd befure long,

In two recently excavated houses at 
Pompeii the paintings on the wall are as 
fresh as if just put on, and the balls are rieh 
with decorations.

A recent traveller in Asia, 
Mr. Webber, states that in the mountains of 
Thibet he hes lived for months at the height 
of more than 15,000 feet above the ocean 
with the following resulis : His pulse, norm- 
ally only G3 beats per minute, seldom fell 
below 100 beats per minute during the time 
be lived at that sltitude. lis persperations 
were of cn twice e8 numerous as under 
ordinary circumstances. A run of 100 yards 
would quicken both pulse and respiration 
more than a run of 1000 yards at the sea 
level, and the bigher the altitude at which 
he resided the greater he found the difficulty 
of walking or running fast.
